I have pleasure in inviting you to be an exhibitor in our 2012 Art Exhibition at the Flagstaff Hill
Primary School, Black Road Flagstaff Hill.

The enclosed entry form will give you all the details on how and when to enter. It contains all
conditions, the prize structure, and the name of the judge. Additional entry forms may be
downloaded from our website http://rotarnet.com.au/flagstaffhill. The website also has an email
entry form for electronic lodgement of entries and payment of fees.

The prize money this year will be a total value of $7,400 as detailed on the entry form and all
prizes are non-acquisitive. Note the prizes for artists 18 to 25 years old and under 18 years old at
14th April 2012. The People’s Choice prize of vouchers to the value of $500 will go to the artist
whose painting is voted by the public as the best. Flagstaff Hill Rotary Club members will choose
the Packing Room prize.

Artists may exhibit three paintings each and the size limit is 1.0m? per painting.

Last year we were able to use the new school hall for the first time and artists were universally
complimentary about the space and lighting in this venue. It makes a great gallery.

Again this year Easter occurs on the weekend we receive paintings. Obviously we can’t avoid this
and delivery of paintings will be from 9am to 5pm on Easter Sunday 8th April. If this day is
completely unacceptable, I will be happy to discuss an alternative delivery time.

Delivery will be direct to the new school hall on the eastern side of the school grounds at the rear
of the school oval. There is an off road car park near the oval.

There will be a Buyers Preview on Thursday night 12th April. This evening is especially for
potential purchasers and you can use the back of the entry form to suggest such people to us. The
admission fee for this event will be $10 per person which will include a catalogue.

The Official Opening will be on Friday night 13th April at 7.30pm. This will include the
announcement of prize winners and each exhibiting artist is invited to attend. Please accept this
letter as your official invitation. A nominal admission fee will apply which will include a catalogue.

The exhibition will be open to the public from Saturday 14th April to Saturday 21st April from
10am to 5.30pm.

All proceeds from the exhibition will go to Rotary community and international projects.

GENERAL CONDITIONS
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Number of entries: An Exhibitor may enter up to three (3) un-copied paintings (see key conditions for
details) not previously exhibited at Flagstaff Hill.

Size of paintings: The maximum sizes of paintings allowed is 1.0m?

Entry form and closing date: Each Exhibitor must complete and sign an entry form and post the Part A thereof
with a cheque or money order for the TOTAL entry fee applicable, to The Rotary Club of Flagstaff Hill -
c/o Geoff Simpson, 119 Ridgway Drive, Flagstaff Hill, SA 5159 by 5pm on 23" March 2012, or enter
electronically as directed.

Entry fee: The entry fee is $10.00 for each painting submitted. Payment may be by cheque or money order or
direct to our bank account “Rotary Club of Flagstaff Hill” BSB 105-186 Account No 024 682 340 and quote “your
name” and “art”. The entry fee is NOT REFUNDABLE in any circumstances.

Receipts: A receipt for entry fees will only be forwarded if a stamped, self-addressed envelope is included with
the entry form.

Receipt of entries: Works of art will be received at the reception point at the Flagstaff Hill Primary School Hall,
Black Road Flagstaff Hill between 9.00 am and 5.00 pm. on Sunday, 8™ April, 2012. Entries which are
delivered by a professional carrier must include a prepaid return freight note or similar and be sent to Geoff
Simpson, 119 Ridgway Drive, SA 5159. Arrangements for delivery at other times can be made with Geoff
Simpson through the contacts listed below.

The Judge: The Judge of the Exhibition, whose decision shall be final, has been chosen by the Rotary Club of
Flagstaff Hill Inc. (hereinafter called "the Club").

Exhibition of entries: The Club reserves the right to exhibit publicly such of the entries as its Selection
Committee considers appropriate for a period commencing 10 a.m., Saturday 14th April 2012 and ending not
later than 5.30 p.m., Saturday 21st April 2012.

Sales at exhibition: During the exhibition, all works exhibited shall be for sale at the price stipulated on the
entry form. If no such price is stipulated, the Club may offer the work for sale at a price it considers appropriate.
Commission: All proceeds of sale shall be collected by the Club which shall be entitled to retain 25% (twenty five
per centum) of each sale price as selling commission.

Announcement of winners: Prize winners will be announced during the Official Opening (7.30 p.m. Friday
13th April 2012)

Publication of photographs: The Club may photograph any work or works entered and such photographs may
be reproduced in a newspaper or magazine, on television, or the Rotary website.

Variation of conditions: For the proper conduct of the exhibition, the Club reserves the right at any time, to
amend, alter or vary any of the conditions of entry or make any other adjustment which it thinks fit.
Responsibility: Any damage to or loss of any exhibit howsoever and whenever occurring, and whether in transit,
on display, in storage or otherwise, shall be the sole responsibility of the exhibitor. The Club shall take every
reasonable care with exhibits but does not accept any responsibility for any damage or loss. Exhibitors are
advised to insure their entries against damage or loss.

Return of entries: Any entry not sold during the exhibition shall be removed by the exhibitor from the exhibition
site between 9.00 a.m. and 1.00 p.m. on Sunday 22nd April 2012. Any exhibitor not collecting an unsold
entry in that time should phone the enquiry number listed below by 8.00 p.m. on Sunday 22nd April 2012 to
make pick up arrangements. Entries delivered by a professional carrier will only be returned by that method if a
prepaid return freight note or similar has been sent.

Packaging: The Club is unable to guarantee that an unsold entry will be returned to the exhibitor in or with any
packaging in which it was submitted; however we will attempt to do so.

Payment of prize money: Prizes will be paid to the winning exhibitors within a reasonable time of the close of
the Exhibition. An exhibitor may only win one prize.

The Youth Prizes will be awarded to artists aged 25 years or younger who has not won another major prize.
Prize Money may be in either cash or vouchers.

Payment of sales proceeds: Cheques for proceeds of sales, less the commission, will be posted to exhibitors at
the address given on the entry form, by the Club as soon as practicable.
