Tonight was a vocational visit to the CSIRO Education Development Centre on 

Milner Street at Hindmarsh. Bill Flynn opened up by ushering the large group to 

their respective laboratory benches. Obviously Bill knew the intellectual 

non-capabilities of his Rotary students tonight as the experiments were already 

set up with detailed instructions to educate us in scientific wizardry.  Actually, 

the laboratory is designed for school children who attend for 90 minute 

sessions plus another activity. It is available for all SA schools including regional 

areas such as Ceduna, Mt Gambier, Wallaroo, Broken Hill, Naracoorte. They 

also have twelve regional tours called “Lab on Legs”. Mostly, the children are 

from years six to seven at primary school. These students attend because the 

schools do not have the scientific expertise and thus use this valuable resource. 

Each student receives a package of materials, as does the teacher prior to 

attending. 

The CSIRO has been using its scientific expertise for many years to improve or 

create things for our economy. One item that we are all familiar with is the 

Australian currency. The notes are made of a polymer and were developed by 

the CSIRO.  

After an introduction in how things worked, we were off. We saw how 

different colour sunglasses protect our eyes from UV; made our very own 

version of “flubber”; saw how lava lights work; made oil emulsify into little 

balls that can easily be removed when BP has its next oil spill… and various 

super things that only a genius would understand.
