July was a hectic month full of celebrations and holidays. From July 10th to 13th
the whole of Mongolia celebrated Naadam. Naadam is the celebration of the
"three manly sports," wrestling, archery and horse-riding. Uaanbaatar is flooded
with tourists and locals from afar who fancy themselves as contenders in the na-
tional sports. Families come with their gers, livestock and horses and camp just
outside UB for the event.

Straight after Naadam | took some annual leave and went traveling with friendsin
central Mongolia. We went along the Orkhon Valley which is a very luscious and
beautiful area of Mongolia. We stopped at the Orkhon waterfall for a swim and
picnic. The local Mongolians looked on enviously, because most of them cant
swim. In Tsetserleg we visited a cooperative farm, tasted some local dairy prod-
ucts and went horse-riding. We also spent a day at a hot spring, where we were
able to lounge in outdoor pools of hot water and watch the mist rise.

Visiting Kazak families was a highlight of the trip. They were so friendly and wel-
coming and although we didn't have a common language (Most don't speak Mon-
golian, so so much for my 5 months of lessons) we made ourselves under-
stood. We were also able to buy beautiful local crafts and embroidery from local
families and cooperatives.

The last 5 days of our holiday was spent in Olgii where we visited the local bath-
house everyday for a shower and sauna, enjoyed many shish-kebabs at the Turk-
ish restaurant, did lots of window shopping and swapped stories with other expats
and tourists alike.

We came backto a washed out UB. There has been alot of summer rains, caus-
ing flash floods and as a result hundreds of people had lost all or parts of their
house/ ger and about 25 people died. Onthe 31%| participated in a food relief dis-
tribution to flood victims conducted by my work, ADRA Mongalia. Itwas very inter-
esting to learn about the workings of disaster relief.
