all aimed at addressing the lack of access to clean water and sanitd
claims more than two million lives each year, a majority of them children.

"Rotarians bring a unique set of qualifications to such projects,” says F.
Ron Denham, who heads the Water and Sanitation Rotarian Action
"Being members of the community, they understand how to get local
ownership. They understand local culture, which often determines succes
or failure. They know the local nongovernmental organizations and which
ones are good partners for their project. And they connect with a
worldwide network of people with similar values and commitment.”
