| do have some dis-heartening news for those Clulgho are supporting
“Project Uplift” (provision of bras to women in developing countries within
the Pacific Region). At a recent forum of the Rotary Clubs Papua KBinea
and the Solomon Islands, Clubs indicated that tteel/not been approached with
regards to this project and generally do not supberproject. The other main
issue is that DIK cannot support this project bgtuding shipments of bras within
containers as Rotary can only get exemption frotyg thr goods that are classified
as aid for health or education purposes. Shipsnefibras are considered to be
second hand clothing and would attract duty in edt@ace with government
policy. Rotary has an excellent relationshipwifte governments of both
countries and we cannot jeopardise this relatignbhiiincluding these items
within our shipments. NRDIK has a policy of s&inding any clothing to either
of these countries.
NRDIK does have a quantity of bras in the stords@atmoment. These bras have
had to be repacked in sturdier boxes as a numhkeaddriginal cartons had
collapsed and broken open. Anyone who has sasttb the store should contact
NRDIK to make arrangements for temporary storagé surch time as they can be
collected and alternate arrangements made for sgmalithe final destination.
Any bras not claimed within a reasonable time téldisposed of.

Recently a number of items have beeniveddrom Clubs marked for a specific
destination packed and labelled with the DIK labeNRDIK cannot take
responsibility for the quality and appropriatenesonsignments where we have
not been involved in the sorting and packing ofdbeds. NRDIK does request
that in these instances, Clubs stop using the NRBib€l, particularly those with
my name on them.
