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Hi John  
  
Anyway in our wanderings Jude and I made it to the Alice in time for the 
"Henley-on-Todd regatta- It is quite something. It starts off with a parade through 
the Todd St shopping mall. The parade has great atmosphere, plenty of 
participants all in fancy costumes and maybe even 000's lining the mall with about 
half of them happily clicking cameras. There was a Viking boat, some with such 
grand names as "Nauteus" and "Pisstil Dawn", a Loch Ness monster, and boats of 
all different shapes and sizes entered by various businesses around town (eg 
Coles, XXXX Gold, and Tourism N.T.) The regatta itself is quite ingenious in the 
names and types of events they have dreamed up and all conducted on the Todd 
River which is merely a bed of pure sand.  

For me one of the highlights was two teams entered in the "Head of the River" by 
Rotary Clubs from Brisbane.  Unfortunately they were both run out in the heats 
but team members included John Cooper from Sunnybank Club who from 
memory attended our Changeover and John Williams from Jindalee Club. John 
Williams had organised a trip for Rotarians for an 8 day trek of the Larapinta Trail 
(as a variation to his usual jaunts to Kokoda) and had entered participants in the 
walk into the regatta. We had a very pleasant beer with him later in the day.  

Alice Springs is one of our favourite towns. It has so much to offer the tourist 
whether it be natural or contrived or whether it be culturally or historically. For 
example it was here that I have learnt most about the impact of John Flynn or 
"Flynn of the Outback" as we learnt at school. From my observations there seems 
to be a battle between Qld and N.T. as to who owns the outback hero. Whatever, I 
have been converted to one of his fans. The organization involved in co-ordinating 
doctors, dentists, nurses, a pedal wireless network, hospitals, planes and pilots is 
simply mind-boggling. Furthermore I have visited Adelaide House, the hospital he 
built and designed himself here in Alice Springs. It is one of the most 
environmentally and ecologically effective buildings I have come across.. It is 
almost 100 years old yet for such matters it rivals the latest display homes in 
Brisbane built specifically with these issues in mind.  

I highlight John Flynn because from various photos of him I could not help seeing 
the striking similarities in appearance he has with Rotary's own Paul Harris. You'd 
think they were one and the same person.
