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Where’s Nev? 
 
Hi John, 
  
I thought for a change I would tell you about some of the animals we have come across.  
It was at Erldunda about 200 klms. east of Uluru that we witnessed animal life at its cutest. 
Just before dusk, we noted this emu chick following closely behind a sheep dog stopping 
when the dog stopped and moving on when the dog decided to do so. It was as if the chick 
saw the dog as some sort of foster mother. The park caretaker who accompanied the pair told 
us the chick had been orphaned and was in fact only 4 days old and of the attachment the 
pair had so quickly formed.  

The next morning at the same park this kangaroo which was a park pet came up to a fellow 
traveller who opted to go inside and give him some food.  Jude and I both saw the kangaroo 
eat the offering and then as if to say "thank you" it gave the traveller a kiss. I spoke to him 
afterwards. He said "I was absolutely stoked. I had a peak. Anything now for the rest of my 
holiday can only be downhill." But he insisted the 'roo did not give him a kiss on the cheek. 
It was merely a "sniff". 

At sun-up I usually take Mollie for a walk (at Uluru this is about 6.45am). In the camping 
grounds we came across about 20 rabbits.  Mollie went into her usual "all 4 alert" (i.e. 2 ears, 
a nose and a tail all erect and all very watchful). As some know Mollie can be the world's 
greatest barker but she did not make a sound. She just stood there transfixed. The rabbits for 
their part simply froze and did not make a move (as kangaroos are wont to do on occasions). 
It was one of those magical moments from holidays you always seem to remember. 

Finally and I think I may have already told this story to someone but I can't recall exactly to 
whom. I came away from Brisbane hoping to come across some real outback characters. But 
apart from the entertainer at Daly Waters I have not met one.

"Wife" he said "I can't afford one of those too – Buddha costs me $100 a fortnight in meat 
and food." The pair seemed well loved local identities and people in shops would step out 
onto the footpath to give them a wave as the old pensioner peddled by with the giant Buddha 
loping along behind.
