Bishop Giles Wishlist RAWCS Project at PNG: 
Don't forget we will be collecting items at President Graham's place early this 
month.  The following is a wishlist of items required urgently for the project 
(establishing a farm to teach boys how to work their land) to reach fulfilment:- 

¶ Carpentary Tools - hammers, measuring tapes, screw-drivers, 
chisels, set squares, builders levels. 

¶ Pots and Pans (Used):- frying pans, large saucepans, wash basins 
(plastic/metal), baking pans, wooden spoons,table utensils 

¶ Working Clothes (Used) for 20 Young Men:- jeans and shorts, hats, 
tee shirts, rubber boots, bed sheets, towels,  tea towels 

¶ Garden Tools: spades, digging forks, chip hoes, buckets, wheel-
barrows, axes/tomahawks, gloves 

¶ Used Furniture: chairs, desks, tables, office furniture 
Another suggestion is that goods be packed in used 20 L plastic and metal 
drums similar to those used to supply paint to builders.  The students can then 
use these to water the crops they will plant on the farm.  At present no such 
drums are available.
