This year we have 3 main projects in International Service. 
1. Dorina, our exchange student from Hungary, has just arrived and is settling 
in well with her first host parents Peter and Wendy Tomlin.  I request all 
members to consider having Dorina to dinner or to other events you think she 
may enjoy whilst she is here .We are still searching for the second host family 
so please consider it –you will not regret it ,I’m sure . 
2. We will be supporting St Jude’s School in Arusha in Tanzania – you all
