Guest Speaker

The guest speaker for our meeting was our Secretary Paul Brennan, who when asked to speak on something of interest to the members chose to call on his experience as a Lawyer of General Practice and generally covered recent changes to the jury system, security of pin numbers and owners liabilities in this area, and clarification of the use of Bank Cheques, and the controls that surround defamation liabilities.

In essence, members were informed that individuals can be convicted by a majority of 11 out of 12 jurors and the term loved by journalists the world over- the “hung” jury refers to 2 or more members being unable to agree with the rest of the jury.  He also informed us that it is no longer a foregone conclusion that an accused will be tried by jury but the accused has the right to ask for or reject trial by a single judge.

Paul also made us aware that as credit card holders, we must ensure our PIN number’s secrecy and as soon as it is revealed to anyone- even your most trusted in-laws- it is compromised and any subsequent drawings on your account are your responsibility.

He spoke briefly about defamation suits and made the point that it must be published for general consumption before it becomes open to claim..  There was some discussion about defamation on the internet but this is inconclusive.  Paul explained some terms that we commonly hear such as “suspended sentence”.
