ROTARY KOKODA MEMORIAL WALK (RKMW6)
SAFETY AND PROTOCOL BRIEF 2010
GENERAL SAFETY

1. Walkers participating in RKMW6 whilst on public roads and footpaths will move as part of one formed body that will be under QPS direction and control for the entire walk. QPS will be assisted by SES/EMQ.  That is Stages One and Two.
2. Therefore, walkers are to comply at all times with the directions of QPS, SES, EMQ and Walk Marshals.

3. The walk is NOT a race and the slowest walkers will determine the pace from the START at “KOKODA” (Clagiraba) to the Stage One Finish at BRIGADE HILL (Carrara) or completion of the walk at OWERS CORNER (Cascades).
4. Teams with fresh walkers on each leg must adjust their pace to accommodate the individual walkers undertaking the entire route.

5. Any walker who feels distressed, fatigued and or suffering any pain or discomfort should immediately inform the Rotary Marshall, any Official (Police, QAS or SES/EMQ), or the nearest walker

6. An SES safety bus will be following behind the group and is available for relief purposes and any distressed walker will either ride on the relief vehicle and or be attended to by QAS Staff, if required.
7. The patient must be moved to the side of the road onto a safe area and remain with at least one Marshall until examined by QAS (if called), or either picked up by the bus or evacuated by an ambulance.

8. All walkers are to ensure they have hydrated before and during the walk so as to avoid any distress.

9. Walkers must exercise due caution at ALL intersections and or crossings observing either the direction of the Walk Marshals, Police, SES,EMQ or electronic signals.

WALK PROTOCOLS

10. There will be no running, skateboards, roller blades, animals, nor mechanical means, are allowed on the Memorial Walk, it is a MEMORIAL WALK, not a RIDE, with exception to the disabled who are participating.

11. Walkers are to be attired appropriately for the walk i.e. light walking gear, carrying a minimum 1 litre water bottle with water or energy drink, wearing suitable runners or walking shoes, carry light wet weather gear and "track snacks" i.e. high energy nibblies.

12. This is a "Memorial" walk and as such walkers are asked to conduct themselves in a manner that is appropriate to the event and occasion i.e. unruly behaviour, loud music and inappropriate attire. 

13. These and competitive conduct are examples that are not in keeping with the spirit of the occasion. Without impeding on the individual enjoyment of the walk, participants should exercise due reverence and reflection at all times whilst on the walk.

14. Remember the Australian values of Courage, Endurance, Sacrifice and Mateship. In keeping with those values, could you all please keep an eye on your fellow walkers for any signs of distress or discomfort and alert the officials to any concerns you may have.

STAGE ONE
15. Walkers must keep to the LEFT hand side of the ROAD the route from KOKODA to TEMPLETON’S CROSSING where the group will cross at the lights on the Nerang-MURWILLUMBAH road. They will then keep to the footpath on the right side of the road through KAGI VILLAGE (Nerang) to BRIGADE HILL (Carrara). At Carrara, walkers will cross the Nerang Broadbeach Road at the lights to the Eastern gate of Gold Coast Stadium (GATE ONE) under control and direction of the QPS as a group.

STAGE TWO
16. From BRIGADE HILL (Carrara), all walkers (Family Walk) are participating as part of one formed body that will be under QPS direction and control for the length of the walk. The QPS will be assisted by SES/EMQ.  Therefore, all walkers are to comply with the directions of Police, SES/EMQ and Walk Marshals.

17. The WALK is NOT a race and the slowest walkers will determine the pace from the Start (BRIGADE HILL) and the Finish at OWERS CORNER (Cascade Gardens).  As a mark of respect the Stage One walkers will lead the walk from BRIGADE HILL (Cararra) and ALL walkers will remain behind this group to Cascade Gardens. 

18. Any walker who feels distressed, fatigued and or suffering any pain or discomfort should immediately inform the Rotary Marshal, any Official (Police, QAS or SES), or the nearest walker.

19. An SES safety bus will be following behind the group is available for relief purposes and any distressed walker will be either embussed on the relief vehicle and or attended to by QAS Staff, if called. 

20. The patient must be moved to the side of the road onto a safe area and remain with at least one Marshal until examined by the QAS (if called) and or either picked up by the bus or evacuated by the ambulance.

21. All walkers are to ensure they have hydrated before and during the walk so as to avoid any distress. There is a Drink station at the half way point located at Hart Park named IMITA RIDGE.

22. Walkers must keep to either the LEFT side of the road, or on the FOOTPATHS along the entire route.

23. Exercising due caution at ALL intersections and or crossings observing either the direction of the Walk Marshals, Police, SES or electronic signals.
