We have received this email from John Jobson regandg a serious situation at Port Vila Hospital; we
are considering ways in which to help but if anyonéas ideas and/or has the time and is motivated to
coordinate something on behalf of the Club | wouldove to hear from them:

“Any person in Australia would be horrified if they visited a hospital only to see their loved ones
lying on a BARE VINYL MATTRESS in the heat, with no air-conditioning and in massively
overcrowded wards, without any sheet cover or a pillow to rest their head during their time of
sickness.

Well this is exactly what is happening right now in the 110 bed, Vila Central Hospital In Vanuatu. |
have just received an email from Dr Jenny De Vine who is leading an Interplast team to that
country. Jenny and her colleagues arrived in Vanuatu on Sunday and | asked them to take some
sheets in their carry on baggage. In all they carried about 30 single bed sheets and some material
to make curtains. Thanks to the wonderful efforts of Rotarian Julie White from the Turramurra club.

The reason for the curtain material was to replace the curtains that had been torn down from the
Maternity section to use as bed cloths!

Jenny said that, before she left for Vanuatu, she did not believe that a hospital would not have
such basic facilities, but on her arrival she has soon seen for herself this terrible and tragic
situation is in fact true. And this is the BEST hospital in Vanuatu.

This is not an exaggeration - they are out of bed clothing- sheets- pillow case and pillows- and
now, they have run out of curtains- having used them to at least supply some kind of comfort to
the patients as makeshift sheeting.

RAWCS, in conjunction with many volunteers from our Eastern region are desperately sending
people to Vanuatu in an effort to help upgrade and at least maintain their health standards at a
minimum acceptable level. But we are fighting a losing battle and | am appealing to each an every
Rotary club in our Eastern region to ask for donations of sheets, used or otherwise, that | can
arrange to collect for these people. | am sure that each and eve very club can either arrange for
donations of many used sheets or, alternatively, find some small amount of funding from their
yearly dividends which are beginning to occur at change over time.

The people of Vanuatu are a loving and warm natured race and they see Australia as a wonderful
and caring neighbour, so please, every club, get behind this appeal and we can make a difference
where it is needed.
