applicants is selected, usually using the resouafea recognized aid
agency or a local Rotary Club. These women are tiieen a sewing

machine (usually new), a selection of suitable itahrand all the sewing
accessories needed to get started. Then a sewstigidgtion course is
commenced, usually lasting approximately 12 dagysead over a 2 week
period. Our teachers are volunteers from Austradie are all selected,
due to their experience and training, as sewinghies.

The successful applicants are taught basic dressmakills for simple

clothes, most suitable for sale in the local afeay to maintain their
machine and hand tools, as well as purchasing ®spplich as: fabrics
and threads, etc. They are also taught the baslie skrunning their own

business, how to sell their products, banking, baedping, etc.

At the end of the 2 week course, only those womén successfully meet certain progress criteria a

selected to continue. The women that are seleaeedhan asked to sign a simple micro-loan agreement

which requires them to repay approximately 25%heftbtal value of the machine and supplies. Typical
the new machine and all the supplies have a talakvin of AU$800, so the successful trainees nglay
$10 per month over 24 months with an initial paytrfeze period of 4 months while they get establishe
