SHELTERBOX AID ON THE WAY TO BANGLADESH

Boxes pre-positioned in Dubai will be used
- Shelterbox Australia stands ready in our region with boxes in Melbourne

ShelterBox has sprung into immediate action to help victims of the cyclone that hit
Bangladesh this week. Cyclone Sidr slammed into Bangladesh on Thursday afternoon, with
240 km/hr winds creating a 5m high storm surge that overwhelmed coastal defences,
swamping towns and villages. First estimates are of 250 people Killed although officials say
the death count is likely to rise much higher. Reports also indicate that three coastal towns
with a combined population of 700,000 have been devastated by the storm.

ShelterBox people have been monitoring reports from Cornwall and plans to get aid to
Banglaedesh have now swung into place. Howsaver, rather than being dispatched from the
UK, ShelterBox is using a consignment of boxes already pre-pasitioned in Dubai.

ShelterBox founder and CEO Tom Henderson explained, “Earfier this year we set up a
number of strategic stores around the world ready for just such a situation. These boxes
went to Dubai by sea some months ago. Having them ready and waiting means we can
about halve both the distance we have to fly the boxes and the time taken to get the aid
there. The other advantage is that using a combination of air and sea transpoit significantly
reduces our costs and makes even better use of our donors” money.”

An Australian perspective ... and an appeal

Administrator of ShelterBox Australia PDG Ray Stewart added, “The use of ShelterBoxes
pre-positioned in Dubai to assist the crisis in Bangladesh highlights the importance of an
even quicker response. ShelterBox has 240 boxes in storage in Melbourne ready for
deployment in the event of a disaster in this region. Now., the need for additional funding to
acquire more, as well as support the relief efforts in Mexico and Bangaledesh and of course
the ongoing work of ShelterBox worldwide, becomes an even greater imperative. Please
help if you can.”
