The 2007 total was originally expected to be ung@®d however there has been a disappointinglyelatgnber of
cases a the end of year which have been reportithuary and have blown out the total to be nhigher figure
than hoped. However as you can see it is stillresicerable improvement from 2006.

Type 1 which is the type that can spread acrosadsamies ( and it was type 1. which the Indian marught to
Melbourne last year), is now the main focus of ®&lus and in this regard there has been a venyfisant drop in
Typel cases.

Unfortunately there has been an outbreak of typeldia in December and while this is disappoigtitype 3 is not
regarding to be as dangerous, and focus on thés3ywill come at a later date.
