All the goals set for the year were attained, and the Club went from strength to strength as the year progressed. Congratulations to Trevor, the Board and all the members of the Club.  

The international theme for the 2007-2008 Rotary year is Rotary Shares. 

The theme promotes the basic ideals of Rotary, sharing our lives, our knowledge and our wealth with our community, be it local, national or international.

The work of a Rotary Club, and the programs it is involved in, are not contained within a twelve-month period. They are ongoing. 

For several years now, this Club has had in place a flexible plan that is revised and reworked, but the basics are maintained by each incoming Board. The Board for 2007-2008 will be continuing this, and we are already working with President Elect Paul on the Plan for the 2008-2009 year. 

The incoming Board plans to consolidate the growth in our membership, to promote our Club in the community, to continue the fantastic fellowship enjoyed by our members, our families and our friends, while raising funds to continue helping our wider Community. We also plan to have fun!

The Directors have each included in this Club Plan an individual plan for each portfolio. Please take the time to read them and see what the Board hopes to achieve. 


All the things that we do so well will continue – Australia Day, Glenbrook Festival, Young at Heart, the monthly Rotary Markets to name a few. We will continue our support for a variety of causes – the Lower Mountains Family Support service, Red Cross, Cancer Council, Salvation Army and of course our own Rotary Foundation. 

The work that commenced last year on our Adam’s Ale water project in Fiji will be completed early in this Rotary year, and we hope to get at least one more project in a different location underway. 

The Club will undertake to purchase at least another two Shelter Boxes this year. 

Rotary International has launched a new Club Leadership Plan. This is a restructure of the Board and a redistribution of the areas of responsibility of each director. The Board is presently assessing this new Plan, and will canvass the Club Membership with regard to the best means of implementing it in the next couple of years. The basic goal of the new plan is to involve all Club members in the work of the Club and to give everyone the chance to do their part. The role of committees in the work of the Club will become much more important. The Plan also aims to raise the profile of Rotary in the community, to raise awareness of the Rotary Foundation, and to bring new members to the Club. 

If the Club is to integrate committees into our organisation, we need to provide time for these committees to meet and also for them to present their progress to the Club as a whole. With this in mind, we plan to introduce “mini forums” once a month. These will be held on the fourth Tuesday of each month. There will be no guest speaker on this night. Directors will not be expected to provide a report at each weekly meeting, but instead to give a comprehensive report on their portfolio at this monthly forum. Any issues that a member may have can also be raised, and hopefully resolved at these meetings.  

In 2006-2007 a large number of new members joined our Club. We hope to continue to grow our membership, but we will also be focusing on consolidation, and involving all of our newer and longer standing members in Club activities. Once a month, at our ‘mini forums’ we will be asking a member or members to give a short talk about themselves, their present or past vocation, and their Rotary experience. We hope in this way to allow us all to get to know each other a little better. 

One of the most important aspects of Rotary membership is fellowship. By reducing the amount of time spent on reports at our weekly meetings, it is hoped that more time will be available for our guest speakers, and for social interaction between our members. Special event night such as Valentines Day, Melbourne Cup Day and St Patrick’s Day will continue to be part of the Club calendar.

I am very proud to be the President of such a great Club, and look forward to a successful Rotary year.

COMMUNITY SERVICE 

Following the fine work done over the past year, 2007/2008 will be a consolidation year for past projects with a new focus on health and water issues.

We will continue to support the Lower Mountains Family Support Service particularly with their tangible hands-on programs for families and individuals who have come upon hard times and find themselves in need. This work done by this Service group is superb and is well deserving of our support. As in the past, we will continue to support their food collection program and would encourage Lower Blue Mountains Rotarians to give kindly of their time to ensure the continuing success of this important program.

Once again, we propose to make a donation to the Lower Mountains Family Support Service to assist with their administrative costs and, part of the proceeds of our annual Golf day will be donated to the LMFSS as well as to other Rotary projects.

 Relay-for-Life has, once again, proved a major success for our Club with considerable funds being raised for cancer research. Roger Winterburn has decided that 2007 was his last year as organiser of this worthwhile event and we are, therefore, seeking nominations from the Club for those who may be interested in taking on this important work. All those who have participated in this event have thoroughly enjoyed the experience and recommend it to all Club members. We will continue to participate in the 2008 Relay-for-Life and encourage all to be part of this walk to raise funds for cancer research.
The 14th annual Young at Heart Community Christmas Lunch will take place on 8 December 2007. We hosted around 140 seniors to the 2006 event and, with the continuing hard work of John Keogh, we are looking for volunteers to ensure the 2007 event is an even greater success.

Our flagship event, Australia Day Celebration and Gnome Convention in Glenbrook Park will continue in 2008. The committee under the Chairmanship of Bob Jeal are already planning to make the 2008 even bigger and better than before. Likewise, we will continue to support the Glenbrook – Brooklands Chamber of Commerce with their annual Glenbrook Spring Festival.

Other planned events include the Red Shield Appeal with the continuing organisational input from Ervins Trankels and his team of merry door knockers. The monthly markets will continue to provide worthwhile funds to Glenbrook Primary School together with our own Club. We will participate in Clean Up Australia with a focus on the area around Lennox Bridge and environs. We will provide selective assistance with the maintenance of parts of Glenbrook Park in association with the Chamber of Commerce.

On the health front, we will participate in the Bowel Scan program with the able assistance from Sandy Nagle. I would also like to see club members become proficient in first aid and to this end I will draft a submission for board consideration incorporating some financial support for members to participate in the St Johns Ambulance “Emergency First Aid” course. 

On the water front, we will be sympathetic toward any ideas or submissions involving better management of this scarce resource. The “Adam’s Ale” water purification project in Fiji will continue under the stewardship of our International Director.

Once again, plenty to look forward to during the coming year.
