He attended Picton School and the Aussies gave 
these Pommy kids hell.  They had a soccer field made in 6 weeks and then 
they beat them at football—there was no more bashing.  He said he was 
hopeless at school. But he organised a play and put on a show.  After he 
left he worked on a farm with chooks in the Liverpool area where he met 
the Brain family—he is still best friends with Mrs Brian.  Eventually John 
wanted to find out about his family so he went back to England, he             
discovered that he had a sister, Lillian. Lillian came out to Australia for a 
wedding and they spent time together.  He went back to England to spend 
time with his sister as she has cancer.  During his life he has been on stage 
in the Army, worked his way up in Walton’s and became a Store Manager.
