Breakfast Point and Environs – An Historical Perspective.

(Terry Keenan earlier suggested that an on-going history of our area would be of some interest so this is the first instalment.)

The following abridged excerpt is taken from ‘Concord – a Centenary History’ by Sheena Coupe.

 On Tuesday February 5th 1788 – two days before Captain Arthur Phillip formally assumed the office of Governor-in-Chief of the vast unknown territory of New South Wales – the first major expedition was made westward along the river we now call the Parramatta.
Captain John Hunter (later second Governor of New South Wales) and Lieutenant William Bradley both from the Sirius led a small well armed long-boat party which explored the bays and inlets as far west as Homebush Bay. It seems the river here became narrow and possibly unnavigable.

The long-boat crew landed to cook breakfast and although Captain hunter was not officially empowered to bestow names on the landmarks he discovered and charted, he sometimes gave unofficial descriptive names to prominent features and Breakfast Point began life as the unofficial name given to the spot where the party stopped to breakfast that morning in February 1799. 

Breakfast Point is one of the few place names included on Hunter’s chart of the expedition and was in common use by 1799.
