Guest Speaker

We were very fortunate to have as guest speaker Mr Greg Rappo, who is the Director of Program Development of the RYDA program, which is a community-based initiative of Rotary Clubs that have a responsibility for, or an interest in, road safety for youth.
RYDA seek s to encourage Rotary Clubs to adopt local high schools as well as to provide volunteers for the initiative. 

Some points that Greg made were:

· The 17 to 25 year olds comprise 15% of the population but 30% of road deaths come from this age group

· Many factors are involved in road accidents – e.g. inexperience, over-confidence and busy life styles

· Three venues in Sydney – St Ives, Penrith and the new Olympic Centre at Homebush

· Takes 150 -180 students for a day - $15 per student

· Not a driving course – e.g attitude, meeting with crash victims
· RTA , BOC give funding – non profit making entity

· Role of Rotarians is to involve local schools and is a marvellous vehicle for Rotary publicity

Breakfast Point and Environs – An Historical Perspective Part II.

(Terry Keenan earlier suggested that an on-going history of our area would be of some interest so this is the second instalment.)

Reference: Concord - A Centenary History’ by Sheena Coupe.

In Part I, the naming of Breakfast Point by Captain John Hunter during an exploration expedition was discussed. Importantly, this occurred only ten days (February 5th) after the First Fleet arrived at Sydney Cove (January 26th) in 1788; as well the name ‘Breakfast Point’ appeared on maps from this early date – we can certainly beat almost all other Australian Rotary Clubs on this score – the newest Australian Rotary Club with the (almost – in common use by 1799!) oldest European-given name (Sydney Cove Rotary Club would probably be the winner here!)

For completeness of our historical perspective we should look at the pre-European inhabitants of our district. In general, the Aborigines of Sydney were considered to be fortunate, for their environment was more benign than most, providing plentiful food and the raw materials for shelter, tools and weapons; the aboriginal population density for the Sydney area at that time has been estimated at 1.5 people per square kilometre –  very low but which reflects the Aboriginals’ absolute dependence on the land for sustenance.

The Aborigines belonged to two tribes, the Kuringai or Eora in the coastal region and the Dharug located towards the Great Dividing Range. In particular, the Concord area was inhabited by the Kuringai tribe of the clan known variously as the “Wangal”, “Wongol” or “Wanegal” and their territory on the southern bank of the Parramatta River and extending from Birchgrove to Parramatta was known as “Wanne”.

The soft shale rock which comprises the riverbank around Concord has meant we do not have the Aboriginal engraved sandstone rocks that occur nearby in Chiswick and Abbotsford.

Sadly , when the Europeans later took their land, the Wangal lost the Parramatta River as a source of food and many sadly perished from this upheaval
