What Happened

· Doug Pritchard gave out a very easy to follow statement related to the funds raised from the Jazz in the Park function as well as the raffle. Well done Doug and good to have an accountant to look after this side of things!

· Our new lectern (from the now defunct Silverwater Rotary Club) was used for the first time today.

· All raffle prize winners have been contacted and the many thank you letters are being compiled.

· Margery noted that as ‘pay back’ to Strathfield Rotary, we need to supply a team of four golfers for their golf day. We also need to ensure their gas bottle is refilled 

· Please ensure that all hats and shirts are picked up.

Speakers
We had two this week!
Marcia introduced Sharon Bond from Padstow Rotary; Sharon is involved in RYLA  (Rotary Youth Leadership Awards) and is also District Chair of Vocational Services.

· Sharon left Chrissie with a ‘literacy kit’ comprised of recycled goods (e.g. from Qantas)
· RYLA initiative is for 18 – 25 year old youth to promote leadership skills – leadership camp for a week comprised of presentations and challenges  - best for early 20s to late 25.
· Not looking for participants with problems – not designed for this

· Clubs interview prospects and pay for attendance – 10th January in the Hunter Valley – 55 participants – cost is $500 per student .
· The motivational value of this initiative is recognised by employers – e.g. Woolworths, Novotel and Revesby Workers’ Club.

Alex introduced our second speaker, Larry Delany from Rozelle Branch of Bendigo Bank. Larry spoke to us on Community Banking.
· In mid 90s when banks were closing branches, it was recognised that if people has a ‘stake’ in  a branch, then the branch would work.
· If people in, say Balmain, want Bendigo to open a branch, a company needs to be formed, a committee to represent the people and then shares need to be sold – i.e. the local community has to ‘wear’ cost –e.g in Balmain case, $650k needed and $40m is now deposited
· One share holding means one vote (no one can ‘buy’ control) and at least 80% of profit must be spent in local community –e.g. Codgee has street beautification, Henty has Community Centre and Gold Coast has hospital equipment

· For deposits of $40m, about $20k would be spent in local community projects.

· Bendigo Bank is vey conservative lender – i.e. no reverse mortgages – good service provider – no bank fees for service clubs
