Ronald McDonald House Project 

·  Built a house with approximately 40 local tradesmen, with the majority of goods donated.  Estimated 400 hours of 
service work and presented a cheque for $212,652 to the Orange Ronald McDonald House project.  There is a 
further $20,000 in reserve which will be given to Ronald McDonald Charities at the end of the warranty period.  
This is the biggest single contribution received by the Ronald McDonald Fundraising committee.

Farmer’s Market 

·  The monthly Farmers’ Market continues to be very popular.  On average there are 40 stall holders.  The Club has 
employed a Market Manager to oversee the Markets.  On average each market nets approximately $2400.  
Proceeds from the Markets go to local charities and the Care West Lodge Fundraising.  $20,000 has been set aside 
from 2008-2009 year with a further $15,000 to be raised in the following two years.

Associates Ball 

·  Held the RCOD Associate Ball in May 2008.  The Club raised $51,939 dollars with the major sponsor being 
AMP who donated $17,313.  Proceeds again went to the Orange District Early Education Program (ODEEP) 
which has been the recipients for the last 3 years and brings the total to approx. $88,000.

·  There will be three RCOD candidates for the RYLA camp which will be held in Parkes. 

·  RCOD members and partners once again held a successful painting in the park activity on Australia Day 2009.  A 
record number of 258 participants took part in the activity.  

2009 Golf Day 

·  A very successful golf day was held on 1st March 2009.  There were over 130 golfers on the day and 
approximately $7,000 was raised which will go to Care West Lodge Fundraising in Orange. 

 
RYDA: 
The 3rd RYDA program was completed last November and although the numbers were less than expected (405) 
the event was well received by teachers and students. A great collaborative effort from the 4 Orange Rotary 
Clubs. A November date has been booked for 2009 and planning will begin shortly. The project required 
approximately 2000 person hours in organising and presenting the program at a cost of $8.00 per student.

·  RCOD combined with the other 3 Rotary Clubs in Orange over 5 days to raise money for the Bushfire Appeal.  In the 5 
days in Orange over $28,500 was raised which is to be sent to the 5 Victorian Rotary Districts affected by the fires.
