Peter Dinn "Arranging a Funeral - The Options” 

Warning: Remember that you need 
to drive carefully to and from the Fed-
eral Golf Club as there has been a 
number of near misses with the Kan-
garoos. 

At our last meeting (29 April, 2009), 
the Guest Speaker,  Peter Dinn of 
Toscan · Dinn Funerals, was intro-
duced by Annemarie Driver -  
Peter said that the size of the funeral 
company does not matter - his is 
small, local and personal. 
He said that the worst time to start 
thinking about funeral requirements is 
after a death has occurred, as this is a 
very emotional time. He recommended 
that decisions about the funeral ar-
rangements should be done before a 
death has occurred, and quotes from 
various companies should be gath-
ered. 
There are two separate roles for the 
funeral director - one, looking after the 
wishes of the client family and sec-
ondly, looking after the deceased. Pe-
ter strongly advised that we discuss 
with our families what type of funeral 
we would like, and make pre-
arrangements.   
This includes pre-paying for the fu-
neral. Costs are fixed and the money 
is put into a trust, so the money is 
safe. This is a type of insurance.  The 
amount is transferable to another loca-
tion funeral company. 
Peter then talked about a list of op-
tions to consider e.g. burial v crema-
tion; minister v celebrant; music and 
flowers etc. 
He told us that currently adult burial 
starts at around $7,623 and cremation 
at $4,728. 
Coffins can be made of timber, steel or 
enviroboard. Coffins are shaped and 
caskets are rectangular.  His company 
arranges for all outlays to be paid and 
then presents the family with one bill, 
with one month to pay. 

The law states that a certificate of 
death must issued before anything can 
be done to the deceased - a doctor 
must pronounce that a death has oc-
curred. 
Laws and regulations differ between 
the A.C.T. and N.S.W. 
Peter continued by describing various 
burial methods - graves, crypts and 
vaults. He also gave us more informa-
tion about cremations, privately made 
coffins and the fact that grave sites are 
held 'in perpetuity' in A.C.T., but not in 
other states. 
His talk ended with a few questions 
and comments. 

Phil Ibbotson thanked Peter for his 
talk and presented him with a me-
mento from our Club.
