The volunteer programme encourages the local people to help with the programmes so when the volunteers leave the work can carry on so the people benefit. Bronwyn helped by  teaching  English.

Bronwyn also reported that she was on hand to witness the arrival of the pallets the Rotary Club of Clayton had funded the transport of which were full of donated goods including 2000 books for the newly constructed library where Bronwyn began the work of cataloguing the books and readying the library in preparation of the opening. This was not due to happen until Bronwyn’s return to Australia. Before she came to speak to the club she was sent the pictures of the libraries opening and was thrilled to see the local people reading the books.

Rotary East Timor Roofing and Training Project.
UPDATE NUMBER 17.

This week, our project will have its official fourth birthday. In December 2000, a team of very committed Rotarians and others managed to produce our first batch of corrugated roofing. We have come a long way since then, thanks to the support of Rotarians and Clubs in every state in Australia. The manufacture of roofing, trusses, guttering and tanks is now well established, despite many obstacles crossed on the way. We still need to improve the management training of the local people. The construction of the Baucau campus of the Dili Institute of Technology is nearly finished, just waiting for materials held up in a container on the wharf in Dili. Along with it, will be an office for a wonderful micro-credit scheme called Opportunity International. This is a proven scheme of advancing low-interest credit and mentoring people starting up small businesses in third world countries, where previously credit was only available at rates impossible to repay. It will combine well with our factory and the DIT training. When the oil royalties are sorted out, there will be a call for construction workers in East Timor. We should be able to provide several of them. 

After a busy time earlier in the year, our factory was forced to slow down for lack of raw material. We are still getting large numbers of enquiries, some from Government Ministers even, but we lack the materials to respond. The problem lies in government administration. We have containers full of stock on the wharf in Dili, and more at the D-I-K store in Altona. Our extremely dedicated RAWCS liaison officer in Dili is desperately trying to free up the log-jam. He assures us that the problem is one of inexperience in the new government offices, with an unwillingness to delegate ministerial authority. At a recent R C Melbourne meeting, where Dr Hose Ramos-Horta, the East Timorese Minister for Foreign affairs and Understanding (a pertinent title) was the speaker, we were able to get the message to him in no uncertain terms (but diplomatically). We are looking forward to a big improvement in the situation

On a brighter note, Tim Hewitt and David Laws, from R C Lilydale, have just returned from three weeks in Timor Leste where they were a wonderful help to Norm Bruce, our supervisor, with many practical running repairs on machinery and vehicles. They also journeyed to Lolotoe and up into the mountains to Mape where the R C Noble Park started a project, building a school in a very remote area. Tim and David transported the necessary materials before the team arrived. The Noble Park team consisted of five Rotarian workers and four women as teachers. They were there for about four weeks and with the help of Norm Bruce, our supervisor, they finished the bulk of the building work.

We now need to find a 4wd flat tray vehicle for Norm to use for light to medium transport and for travelling to Dili as he does almost every week. To be registered in Timor Leste, it must be in good condition and be less then ten years old. Import tax on vehicles is over 50%. In the past, we have sent up older vehicles and they simply cannot survive the conditions. It may be possible to secure a previous UN vehicle within Timor Leste, but this would need funds beyond our reach until the factory is working full time again. In other words, we need funds to the extent of around US$15,000 to buy one. Until the container hold up slowed us down, this looked possible to achieve without help. Any offers?
