The room was full of celebrities such as Angry Anderson, Kamahl, Dr 

Cindy Pan, rugby league star Joel Reddy and this no doubt helped when it 

came time to conduct the auctions. All told, more than $150,000 was 

raised on the night.

The club also bought a fourth table which 

it donated to the Society so that some of its clients could attend the 

function.

The two girls attended a 

Rotary meeting and primary schools to share their experiences. Mrs 

Chittick said it was interesting to see how ROMAC money was being used. 
After nearly two years of life-changing operations the girls recently
