Last week’s speaker was our incoming President Warren fresh from abroad on the Rotary Cricketing Fellowship playing cricket in England. If ever there was an example of the value of Rotary Fellowships it was in Warren’s talk. Enthusiasm is the best way of describing his address. The fellowship is 12 years old in Australia and a bit longer in the UK. There are over 250 members in Australia, 13 went on tour.  6 nations are involved being Sri Lanka, Australia, New Zealand, India, Pakistan and South Africa. The fellowship gives Rotarians an opportunity to continue cricket involvementand and help Rotary membership. The aim is to win games, it is truly competitive and fun but some money is raised on the way. This trip the first game was held in Singapore then in UK they played 13 games in 8 counties over 28 days, touring anticlockwise around the UK and winning 10 matches. Rules allowed only three overs per bowler. While the average age was high, standard was high too and every player contributed well. Pitches were hard and ball dead so play was quite different to what is usual in Australia. Home stay was offered throughout, often by non-cricketing Rotarians, and was invariably fantastic. Much was seen on the way but hosting made costs  reasonable. The next tour is in 4 years and it seems highly likely that Warren will be on it! About 350 pounds was raised via fines and went toward care of AIDS orphans in Africa.

BOMB BLASTS

Message to 1917 RI Convention

In London this week, four blasts occurred at several points along the city's densely populated underground system and on a bus in the city's center, causing deaths and injuries. Britain's prime minister, Tony Blair, blamed terrorists, whom he described as “barbaric”.
One of our History Fellowship’s Directors Cal Thomson wrote…. “Just a day after we in Britain were celebrating London winning the 2012 Olympics, this happens.  Of course, it’s deliberately timed to coincide with the G8 Summit at Gleneagles, Scotland where the subject of Africa will arise and campaigns such as "Make Poverty History" have been pushing the case for more aid, debt relief and fair trade.”

How will Rotarians react?  Rotarians, person to person and club to club will answer the need for immediate disaster relief.

And Rotary will hold fast to its principles … “the advancement of international understanding, goodwill and peace.”  Those are not merely words but Rotary in action in this often cruel and bloody world.

· Understanding through Group Study Exchange and our Youth Exchange programs 
· Goodwill through our Humanitarian and Educational Programs 

· Peace and Conflict Resolution through our Rotary World Peace Fellowships 
And those are only a few of the things Rotarians will do while extending the hand of friendship and peace and working together with their neighbors worldwide and all committed to making the world a better place.  Rotary will always take the high road.

Paul Harris wrote in the Rotarian, May 1942:

“War cannot go on forever. Peace must and shall come. The years ahead reserve for Rotary a most difficult and arduous task. To heal the wounds of a war-ravished world; to substitute for hate, mutual understanding and tolerance; to create affection where rancor exists; to change enemies into friends and replace excited passion and armed struggle by goodwill and international peace.
“This is the superhuman task we must undertake. This is a task in which Rotary will labor with all its strength, in spite of the fact that . . . we have no instruments other than our principles, nor more strength than our enthusiasm. We are sure of victory because of the great faith that all of us Rotarians have in . . . humanity.”

As our new Rotary Year unfolds and the gavel of leadership is passed to new and passionate and energetic club presidents — it is important that the momentum established, the goodwill from the exposure received during the yearlong activities of our centennial be continued.

Meet our DGE Philip Hedley (DG 2005-06)
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DGE Philip Hedley – a short profile
Philip was born in Cardiff, Wales but spent his formative years in Harare, Zimbabwe. He returned to the UK to follow a career in Accountancy and during this time met and married Carol. (Pictured together) Together with their 2 daughters, the family emigrated to Australia in 1988 and proudly became Australian citizens 3 years later.

Philip joined the R.C. of Moorleigh in 1991 and was President of R.C. Moorleigh-Bentleigh East in 2002-2003. Philip served the District on the Youth Exchange Committee, including 2 years as Chairman.

After 12 years with a major Australian company, Philip set up his own business consultancy in 1999. Philip enjoys all sports and is an active member of the International Fellowship of Cricketing Rotarians.
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Carl-Wilhelm Stenhammar, a food broker for international products, is the former owner of Gust.F.Bratt AB. During his active business career he traveled all over the world. In addition, he has been a member of the boards of several companies and served as chairman of the board of a local private school. 
Carl-Wilhelm has been a Rotarian since 1974. He immediately became involved in all levels of Rotary and has held numerous positions at the club, district, and international levels. His district service has included chairing the Youth Exchange and member elections committees and the Sweden Rotary Youth Exchange Foundation. He was also a treasurer of the Rotary International District 2360 Student Home Foundation (RISH) and served as district governor in 1987-88. 

He began international service to Rotary in 1991 with an appointment to the Youth Service Committee, which he chaired in 1993, followed by positions as regional coordinator of the Youth Service Task Force and moderator at numerous Rotary International institutes. He represented the RI president many times at district conferences in locations stretching from Finland to Africa and the United States to India. He was an RI director in 1996-98, and as such was a member of the Executive Committee, chair of the Finance Committee of the Board, and vice chair of the Audit Committee. 

He has been a member of the Audit and Operations Review Committee of RI and a member of the 2001 San Antonio Convention Committee. He was also moderator of the 1999-2000 Regional Magazine Editors Seminar, chair of the Permanent Fund Committee for Europe and RIBI, chair of the Presidential Celebration in Stockholm 2003, general coordinator for the 2003-04 Literacy and Education Task Force, PolioPlus national advocacy adviser, and member of the Polio Eradication Advocacy Task Force. 

Carl-Wilhelm has been married to Monica since 1962. Monica was a physiotherapist by profession, specializing in orthopedics and sports medicine. During the last 10 years, she has worked as a volunteer with the World Wide Fund for Nature (known in North America as the World Wildlife Fund and recognized by the panda logo).
