Paul Harris worked for the San Francisco Chronicle newspaper in 1891. 

In This Rotarian Age, written in 1935, he tells how the City by the Bay 

got its first club.  

 
Early in the year 1908 , Manuel Munoz , a member of the Chicago club, 

was prevailed upon to carry the message to San Francisco. He pledged 

himself to interest some suitable resident of the city of the Golden Gate 
in the organization of a club. In Homer Wood , a young lawyer, he 

found the right man. Homer not only organized a club in his own city, 

but in conjunction with other friends organized clubs number three in 
Oakland , and number * four in Los Angeles. Paul P. Harris, 1935 My 

Road to Rotary page 77  [*Harrisôs error regarding #4 was later 

corrected in a letter to RC#4 in Seattle. Los Angeles became club #5.]
