The Rotary Foundation is a not  -for - profit corporation that supports the
efforts of Rotary International to achieve world understanding and

peace through international humanitarian, educational, and cultural
exchange programs. It is supporte d solely by voluntary contributions
from Rotarians and friends of the Foundation who share its vision of a
better world.

The Foundation was created in 1917 by Rotary International's sixth

president, Arch C. Klumph, as an endowment fund for Rotary "to do

good in the world." It has grown from an initial contribution of

US$26.50 to almost US$118 million contributed in 2004 -05. Its event -
filled history is a story of Rotarians learning the value of service to

humanity.

This year a major emphasis of The Rotary Foundation is to continue

the push to rid the world of polio. We will do all tha t we can to provide
around $50000 annually over the next
contribution to match the Gates Found

to $3000, we encourage clubs to sup port programs within the areas of

rural relief and indigenous health via water and literacy projects.
