In a very special way I
wish to thank you on behalf of the many women in Kenya and in Africa who will
benefit in one way or other from you financial contribution to the FGM Project.

As I mentioned to you, we are about to begin the Construction of an FGM National
Centre and to develop a small farm so that the running of the Centre may be
affordable to FGM victims and others who will train in the Centre.

We have already purchased 20 acres of land and have received 5 acre from a local
donor.

Your contribution will assist in the fencing and drilling a Bore hole for water even
as we await funds for the rest of the project.

I have attached our Strategic Plan for the Project for any of you who may wish to
see what our hopes are for victims of FGM.

God is able,
generous, loving and willing.
