Last meeting was Clayton’s District Governor’s visit and we were joined by DG Philip Hedley and his wife Carol and our Assistant DG Rob McPherson and wife, Marlene.  DG Philip addressed the club on a variety of issues.  A brief summary is below.

District Governor, Philip Hedley, addressed the club starting by acknowledging and thanking the many Clayton members who are performing District duties and then going on to outline some of the District projects for the year.  

The Rotary International President, Carl-Wilhelm Stenhammar, has asked that Rotary Clubs continue the emphasis on literacy and water, both of which are basic requirements for life.  With this in mind the District are asking clubs to contribute to the Draw a Child’s smile project in Zimbabwe (more information on this later in bulletin).  Philip also asks clubs to consider water projects, both international, such as save Water, Save Lives, and local, perhaps with a local school.  Remember to look at matching grants for these types of projects.

Currently in District 9810 youth exchange number are down a little so DG Philip would like to look at ways of increasing these numbers and is hoping to have an emphasis on Youth Exchange in New Generations month, which is September.  

As always, membership is very important and RI has set a target of a net increase of one member per club.  Clayton is already on track having recently inducted Ian, and Philip wishes us well with the ‘Club in a Club’ endeavour.  Clubs are reminded to keep in mind the gender, cultural and ethnic mixes when recruiting new members.  There will be a District Membership and Marketing Seminar on xxx.  Fellowship is very important in recruiting new members and retaining current members.

Mention was made of E-Clubs.  There are now more than 10 E-Clubs worldwide and we are reminded that participation in an E-Club is a make-up.  But remember, although electronic communication has changed the way many of us work, we should keep in mind that not everyone is electronically connected and ‘snail mail’ is still important.

Philip also mentioned many other District projects such as collecting foreign coins for UNICEF, used stamps for Wheelchairs for Kids, twin clubs and the Four Way Test public speaking competition for schools. 

District 9810 donations to Rotary Foundation are up – we are one of the top 50 districts worldwide.  The target this year is $107,000 or about $75 per Rotarian.  

Lastly, Philip finished by expressing the wish that at the end of the Rotary year in June 2006 we can all say we enjoy Rotary.
