A most interesting and relevant address was given by Peter Phillipp from Techonline. While selling an idea, it was something all members should encompass in some way, security of their computer data. A few ways computers are compromised by virus were explained and how criminals and hackers dodge even the best firewalls and security systems allowing then to milk your bank account dry. Phishing was explained and credit card fraud. They also alerted us to scams like apparently good e-posts from banks that were anything but good, explaining how trojans and the like can be implanted in our computers so easily which then to send your private data to crooks. Much of this is done via broadband interlinked infested domestic computers that could be anywhere in the world and the source of the scams is thus all but untraceable. They were offering for $2 a day computer management plans whereby your computer is monitored by the hour from their master unit and updated with virus cures almost instantly they become available so no longer need you be exposed to the latest virus before you get the latest update and interrogate your computer to maintain its integrity. They pointed out most small business computer software was sadly out of date and urged if we did nothing else get at least install Service Pack 2 in any Windows XP system. Many firms have people calling in on a fortnightly basis to refresh their work office systems at a cost upwards of $100 an hour. Their firm does it continuously but remotely for a fraction of that cost and usually while your computer is idle, ie early hours in a morning. Ideas for New Member Orientation
 
Excerpts from The Membership Minute, 27th September, Vol 2, Edition 3.  Given our “Club in a Club” plan the following provides some interesting food for thought.  

New Member Orientation

Retaining good members is as critical to Rotary's long-term viability as inducting new members. A key element of retention is new member orientation. Your members will be more likely to stay in your club if they are fully educated about Rotary and your club's specific programs and projects. A structured new member orientation program facilitates this Rotary education and helps the new member become acclimated to your club.

A new member orientation program can be conducted in many different ways. It's up to your club to determine the specific framework that best meets the needs of your new club members. Regardless of the structure your club uses, it's always helpful to begin the orientation by asking new members what they hope to get out of the program. At the end of the orientation, review their comments to ensure that all expectations and goals were addressed. 

Your club should decide which topics are important enough to cover right away and which ones can wait until after the new member has been in the club for a while. You want to educate new members without overwhelming them with too much information too fast. 

Many clubs have found that a multi-session approach is most effective. They divide their core topic areas into several sessions to be conducted over several weeks. This approach helps the new member better retain the information since it's organized into topic areas and covered gradually. 

Here's one example of a new member orientation structure:

· Session 1: Club Policy and Procedure 

· Club structure/committees 

· Club meetings 

· Attendance 

· Finances 
· How to propose a new member
· Session 2: Opportunities for Service and Fellowship

· Current projects 

· RI programs (Rotaract, RYLA, etc.) 

· Foundation programs (Group Study Exchange, PolioPlus, etc.) 

· Session 3: History and Traditions of Rotary International 

· Origin, growth, and achievements of RI 

· History and achievements of your club 

· The Four-Way Test 

· Object of Rotary 

This particular structure is just one example, of course, and might not be appropriate for your club. You may decide to cover the topics in a different order or number of sessions or to cover a different set of topics altogether. What's important is finding a structure that works for your new members and covering the programs and topics that are most applicable for your club. Also don’t forget about the many orientation publication available from the Rotary International website and don’t forget to ask new members for their feedback about orientation. 

The Rotary International publication New Member Orientation (414-EN) is full of ideas for new member orientation, including family involvement, running an orientation program, mentoring, and continuing education. It can be downloaded free from the Rotary International website.
