Jackie Gleeson from the Rotary Club of Oakleigh gave a very interesting talk about Rotarians Against Malaria (RAM).  RAM has existed internationally since 1990, was taken up in Australia in 1996 and in District 9810 in 2002.  Partners include WHO (the World Health Organisation), the Walter and Eliza Hall Institute (WEHI) in Melbourne and the Australian National University (ANU).  

Some facts and figures about Malaria

· 300 million infected world wide each year

· The most at risk are children under 5 years old and pregnant women

· 6,000 children under five and 1,000 pregnant women die each day 

· There are a total of 2,500,000 deaths each year.  

In Australia the main focus of RAM is Papua New Guinea and we have also had matching grants that have gone to projects in the Solomon Islands. In PNG 75% of the population are affected by malaria and 600 people die each year.

RAM look at prevention, through bed net provision, control, through programs to interrupt mosquito breeding and research into vaccines and treatment.  

In RAM’s Adopt-a-Village program Rotary Clubs can sponsor a village and provide the residents with bed nets to prevent night-biting mosquitos.  Costs are $1,000 for a small village, $2,000 for medium and $3,000 for a large village.

So far in District 9810 sixty-five villages have been sponsored.  Money has come from the used stamps collection, Rotaract, Inner Wheel and a school as well as from Rotary Clubs.
