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Last meeting’s Guest Speaker 

Last meeting visiting Rotarian Professor Harald Schmidt gave a talk entitled “Rust never sleeps”.  Harald, on an extended visit from Germany, is currently the Head of the Pharmacology Department at Monash University.  The concept behind the intriguing title of the talk is that what goes on in a rusty water pipe has similarities to what goes on in blood vessels prior to cardiovascular disease.  

Cardiovascular disease is predicted by the World Health Organisation (WHO) to be the leading cause of death by 2008.  The disease has a long progression – it may start in your 20’s but there may be no symptoms until you reach your 50’s.  By the time someone has a myocardial infarction they are actually in end stage disease.  

Currently medicine diagnoses patients in their 40’s and 50’s when an event has occurred and then give therapy.  This is really treating the symptoms, not the cause.  For example, blood pressure can be lowered by drugs but there may not be a known reason for the high blood pressure thus the cause is not treated.

The aim of Harald’s research is to develop early diagnostics to aid primary prevention.  For example to be able to predict in someone’s 20’s or 30’s that they will become hypertensive and then prevent this from happening, thus possibly eliminating or minimising future cardiovascular disease in this person.  This has been a very simplified synopsis of what is a very complicated area of work that actually involves collaborating with a number of disciplines besides pharmacology, including engineers, physicists and chemists.  I think we all developed an appreciation for the complexity of the research that Harald and others like him are involved in.
