THE NET STORY

One of the best ways of preventing malaria is to avoid coming in contact with mosquitoes. This can be achieved by sleeping under a treated mosquito net. When properly used they will help to protect the person from Malaria. The edges of the net must be tucked under the bedding in order to keep out the mosquitoes. Remember "They are after your blood" 
The nets are very easy to use and are inexpensive. The nets imported by Rotary Against Malaria meet a very strict quality control requirement. The nets should be washed no more than once every three months, less if possible. All nets imported by Rotary Against Malaria are pre-treated with the chemical "Deltamethrin" The new Long Lasting Insecticidal Nets require no re-treatment for five years. The Insecticide Treated Nets need to be re-treated, using a simple KO Tab, every 12 months. A new long lasting (5 years) KO Tab is in development and may be available in 2005.
	
	Here are some of the advantages of using Long Lasting Insecticidal Nets:
· They are easy to use; 

· They reduce the exposure of children to insect-borne diseases; 

· Other pests besides mosquitos are also killed, such as cockroaches, fleas, lice, biting flies, ants, houseflies, mites and bedbugs; 

· They allow one to sleep in relative comfort; 

· They provide privacy

4-Way Test Public Speaking Competition 

A Rotary Initiative in Partnership with Toastmasters International
This program is a schools speaking contest and was introduced to District 9810 in 2005-06 after running successfully in Western Australia for several years. General details of the purpose of the program, and how it works, are set out below:

THE ROTARY FOUR WAY TEST
Of the things we think, say or do
1. Is it the TRUTH?
2. Is it FAIR to all concerned?
3. Will it build GOODWILL and BETTER FRIENDSHIPS?
4. Will it be BENEFICIAL to all concerned?

AIMS OF THE PUBLIC SPEAKING CONTEST
1. To promote to young people the ideals and ethical values of Rotary by drawing attention to the wide applications and implications of Rotary's Four Way Test.
2. To encourage and foster proficiency in the art of public speaking.
3. To develop confidence and self esteem of the young participants.
4. To provide opportunities for students to test their skills before an audience.
5. To develop a relationship between Rotary and schools.

ELIGIBILITY
Eligible is students who are in Year 10 at the time of the Contest.
A commitment is required of finalists that they will be available for and will attend the finals (to be held as part of the annual Rotary District Conference).
Schools must be sponsored by a local Rotary Club.
A school that has more than one interested student will need to hold an internal contest to decide their representative. However, the school should discuss this matter with the local Rotary club as the club may be able to accommodate more than one representative from the school.
A Rotary Club may sponsor up to four schools.

TOPIC
Participants may choose their own topic which they feel is current, interesting and important. 
The speech must be based on the application of the Rotary Four Way Test, with the principles of at least one of the ideals of the Four Way Test running clearly through the entire speech and not just reserved for the concluding statements.

SPEECH LENGTH
The duration of the speech should be four minutes. Penalties will apply if time varies by more than 30 seconds either side of 4 minutes. Participants will be given a bell at 3 minutes.

ADJUDICATION
School Level: At the discretion of the school 
Club Heats: Three Rotarians with public speaking experience
or
Two Rotarians with public speaking experience and one member of Toastmasters International 
Group Heats, Semi Final and Final: All adjudicators will be members of Toastmasters International.

ASSESSMENT
Points will be awarded on the following basis:
• Content: 50 points (including structure, organization, and use of at least one of the ideals of the Four Way Test).
• Delivery: 30 points
• Language: 20 points.

The speech should impact upon both the intellect and the emotions.
Impact on the Intellect
• Material: Scope, accuracy, relevance, adequacy of substance.
• Arrangement: Introduction, body, conclusion, construction, clarity.
• Progression: Cohesion, timing, logic, effective development of ideas.
• Language: Rhythm, strength, animation, creativity.
• Appeal: Imagination, originality, appropriate use of humour.
Impact on the Emotions
• Visual Impact: Stance, natural movement, eye contact, openness.
• Vocal Impact: Quality, clarity, tone, pause, pace, punctuation, personality.
• Empathy: Attitude, understanding, audience involvement.
• Mood: Feeling, enthusiasm, sincerity.
• Appeal: Credible, entertaining, motivating, convincing. Entertainment value will be a focus, conveying the importance of using interesting and amusing substance and manner when communicating with an audience.

Palm cards are permitted but their use should not detract from the overall
presentation. No other props are permitted. A stand-alone microphone may be provided for Club and Group Heats, Semi-final and Final.

PRIZES
For the Winner of each Club Heat
Cheque or prize will be provided to the school by the sponsoring Rotary Club and who will also give a Certificate of Participation to each participant.
Total of one school prize per club
For the Winner of each Group Heat
Cheque or prize will be provided to the school by District (or sponsor). 
District will also award a token prize to the student (certificate, plaque, etc). 
For the Winner and 2 Runners-up of the Semi Final
Cheque or prize will be provided to the three schools by District (or sponsor). 
District will also award a prize to the three students proceeding to the Final Heat.
For the Winner of the District Final
Cheque or prize will be awarded to the winning school by District (or sponsor). 
District (or sponsor) will award a prize to the winning student and recognition prizes to the two runners-up.
A perpetual trophy will be presented to and held by the school for 12 months.

TIMETABLE
The following are the key time frames:
October – November - Promotion with schools during Term 4 in preparation of contest starting in February following year.
Promotion - Clubs promote contest to schools and media and seek participating schools.
Registrations close with clubs early February.
Second half of February
Club Heats - Clubs to conduct club heats to produce club winner.
Beginning of March
Group Heats - Each ADG to conduct a heat of club winners within the ADG’s area to produce a Group winner (8 in total).
Late March
Semi-Final - District to conduct a Semi-final of the 8 Group winners to produce 3 contestants for the Final.
Beginning of April
Final - District to conduct the Final at the Rotary District Conference.

(This time frame may be amended in accordance with the dates of the Rotary District Conference).

15 clubs nominated participants from 14 schools to the group heats held on 1st and 2nd March. Following the heats, six clubs have students who will contest the semi-finals to be held on Thursday, 30th March at the Scope Centre, Knox. 

These successful clubs are: Manningham, Doncaster Sunrise, Templestowe, Forest Hill, Mt. Waverley and Monbulk.

These clubs are encouraged to have as many of members as possible attend the finals in support of their candidates. Those Rotarians and partners who are unable to get to Adelaide (where the finals of the contest will take place) and would like to know more on how the contest works, are also most welcome.
