Nathan Hall – RYLA and Gallipoli

Nathan Hall, a 20 year old RYLA attendee, gave an inspired talk on Gallipoli. He was of 20 from Australia and 6 from New Zealand to be sponsored to the dawn service at Gallipoli in April this year and he first heard of his award on the last night of RYLA. He is doing Mechanical Engineering at Monash Uni and was clearly moved deeply by the experiences. He showed us some scenes of Turkey, mosques were everywhere, the markets and areas around Anzac Cove and Lone Pine. The Dawn Service is amazing with 400 - 500 buses going right out of sight on one road alone. It was an awe inspiring humbling experience to see how small an area the campaign covered and how great the losses. He was treated better than Kings and Queens that were at the site. Turkish Rotarians did a wonderful job. Turks were very involved with the service. On the buses they had fine sessions and raised money towards Turkish Rotaract projects which he said was very strong in Turkey. Strong bonds were formed with the Turks and it was a life changing experience for him.

BY-LAW AMMENDMENTS

INTERNATIONAL SERVICE / FOUNDATION
The club has supported a poor community rated Matching Grant with Westville South Africa. Clayton is one of five clubs in 9810 supporting it with a contribution of US$764. This follows with a donation from the District 9810 of US$2,000 and one from the World Fund of US$3910 so a little is going a long way. 
 
Edwin Wong has just returned to Hong Kong after a weeks home stay with Bill Sides. His daughter is currently at Westall doing an intensive English course with home stay in nearby Clarinda. This is a wonderful example of Rotary immediate response. Members may recall a recent visit by members from Endeavour Hills who act as agents for these units.
