There a 150000 Kits availble in May from Pharmacies& Chemists (A simple inexpensive chemical test)

In 2005 1 person will die every 2 hours from bowel canner

1 in 25 women & 1 in 20 men.

90 % of bowel canner can be cured if detected early.
Calls for the kits in the last 3 years are growing

Federal Government Action in the 2005 budget allocated 40 million over a ten year period for testing of people at the age of 55 & 65.
There’s a requirement for the bowel scan project to run another 10 years and 15 districts in rotary have already adopted it.
Ian Coleman is the program co-coordinator and Kits are avail be in groups of 50 at $6 a kit.
