Tropical Cyclone Larry
North Queensland 20 March 2006
Rotary District 9550 

It has been compared to Tracy in Darwin and Katrina in New Orleans. The difference was the speed of Tropical Cyclone Larry as it roared relentlessly through communities in North Qld, and continued further on 20th March to batter the Atherton Tablelands previously considered immune to cyclones.
Born in the Coral Sea, Larry never altered its course as it travelled at 25-30 kph aimed directly at the North Qld towns of Babinda, Innisfail, and Tully, hammering the seaside communities of Mission Beach, Kurrimine Beach and Bingil Bay on its way.
Larry was a category 5 storm with winds up to 300 kph, and it remains a miracle that there were no fatalities. 50% of houses lost their roofs and many totally destroyed. Infrastructure such as water supply, sewerage and electricity were all knocked out, leaving thousands of people without the basics of normal life. Businesses including sugar mills and farms, school buildings and other properties either severely damaged or totally destroyed. The Innisfail High School has to be completely demolished and rebuilt along with many other buildings.
Perhaps the greatest loss is economic, with the total destruction of the Banana industry as a result of flattened crops, and major losses in sugar cane. About 4000 jobs have disappeared, which will have a crippling effect on the local economies. The Tableland dairy farmers have also been hard hit.
The four local Rotary Clubs of Innisfail, Fitzgerald Innisfail, Tully and Mission Beach have, and are working around the clock to supply meals and provide assistance where they can. Joe Stacey, Secretary of Innisfail Club, has established his place of business as a Rotary coordination centre having secured a generator to provide power and communication. Offers of assistance from the family of Rotary have been wonderful with Clubs from around Australia and overseas wishing to provide support. 
With the appointment of General Peter Cosgrove to head the recovery operation, it is expected that infrastructure will be restored quickly. There will remain however community groups who may not benefit from Governments and we see this as an opportunity for Rotary. Similarly, building materials and trades people will be a high priority, and perhaps this could be another area where Rotary can contribute.
As Governor, I have established a disaster fund with details on the District website www.d9550.rotary.org.au, the site also has some early pictures of the damage wreaked by TC Larry. At this early stage, we have not identified clearly a particular project or projects that will be financed from this fund. 
Cash of course is needed and will be used for immediate necessities such as food. The most pressing need however is power in order for people to run the very basics such as fridge, a light, a toaster and be able to charge their mobile phones. Many will be without electricity for weeks. They need generators. A plan is to procure generators which would be owned by Rotary, and loaned to people until power is restored. Upon return stored at a central location for future deployment. The generators could be numbered/ certificated along the lines of Shelter Box.
In the coming weeks, community needs will emerge from the towns affected. We would expect requests from Meals on Wheels, Blue nurses, Salvos, Shire Councils etc. For example there will be the need for lost or damaged school equipment with over 50 schools being affected in some way. When we have identified an area where Rotary can make a meaningful contribution, we will respond using the proceeds from the Disaster Fund, and then make known to Rotarians around Australia via District Governors and Rotary Down Under.
On behalf of D9550 I thank you for your encouragement and good wishes and trust you will support the Disaster Fund. With your support, Rotary can demonstrate service above self and lead the way in this time of disaster.
