About PolioPlus
	In 1985, Rotary launched the PolioPlus program to protect children worldwide from the cruel and fatal consequences of polio. In 1988, the World Health Assembly challenged the world to eradicate polio. Since that time, Rotary's efforts and those of partner agencies, including the World Health Organization, the United Nations Children's Fund, the United States Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, and governments around the world, have achieved a 99 percent reduction in the number of polio cases worldwide. 
Rotarians stand at the brink of a great victory and look forward to celebrating the global eradication of polio.


More than eight million children were targeted in Sudan's second round of National Immunization Days in early April. The last countrywide campaign was in February. 

"From preliminary reports that the WHO (World Health Organization) office in Khartoum has shared with me, these NIDs were very successful, as was the previous one," says Sohaib Elbadawi, chair of the Sudan PolioPlus Committee. 

Launched on 3 April, the four-day event involved more than 50,000 health workers, volunteers, and community leaders going house-to-house to reach children living in hard-to-access areas, including regions affected by civil strife. 

Because no new cases of polio have been reported in Sudan since June, health officials are confident that they have halted transmission of the disease since poliovirus imported from Nigeria began circulating in the country more than a year ago. They caution, however, that due to instability in Darfur and Sudan's long and porous border with nine countries, there is a risk of reinfection.   
	The Global Polio Eradication Initiative is recognized worldwide as a model of public and private cooperation in pursuit of a humanitarian goal. In the words of United Nations General Secretary Kofi Annan, "Rotary's PolioPlus program is a shining example of the achievements made possible by cooperation between the United Nations and non-governmental organizations."
