Judy Katz, Ed Allchin’s daughter spoke on retail in the CBD which was a truly interesting insight to the harsh realities of business there. Her shop Cards and Caboodle has operated 15 years and is now at Chadstone too. 

Judy has basically 7 rules for successful business

1/
Own Business or be a good actress

2/
Choose one you know something about

3/
Calculate risk. Consider worst case scenario, borrowed and paid Ed back in 3 years, rent versus location, she opted for busy Lt Collins Street
4/ 
Employ people with skills you don’t have, she uses family and has top team
5/
Manage growth in controlled way, consider life style, has three shops now, opening in Bourke street.

6/
Expect the unexpected eg GST, audits, Sept 11, Ansett and other corporate effects have ripple effect on what people spend in the CBD, also excessive discounting.

7/
Give back to industry, has joined business council lobby group, and Australian Retailers Association and others which work to improve retailing, the CBD and careers there.

Judy described how apartments in the CBD are changing it. 68% are Asian student occupied who don’t spend money as offices are turned into apartments, the potential income reduces, from 500 customers a day back to 200 in Little Collins, hence her move to a busier area, even if means more rent. Most city dwellers will only shop within one block of their apartment. Our population is too small for diversity, so stock range is a bit limited however they can cover that by printing themselves etc. She described it as a hard slog but has enjoyed every minute of it. The CBD is better than Chadstone. Wages in retail run around $ 32 per hour so people in the door and turnover is vital. Her address drew many questions and her talk a fascinating insight to retailing.

THE MEANING OF THE SERVICE IDEAL

"Work's a grand cure for all the maladies and miseries that ever beset mankind – honest work which you intend getting done." – Thomas Carlyle.

"What is meant by the service ideal? The author of the `Meaning of Rotary' quotes several versions varying in word, but identical in spirit.

The Egyptian expressed it: `To seek for others the good one desires for oneself.' The Persian: `Do as you would be done by.' 
Buddha: `One should seek for others the happiness one desires for himself.' Confucius: `What you would not wish done to yourself, do not unto others.' Mohammed: `Let no one of you treat his brother in a way he himself would dislike being treated.' The Greek: `Do not that to a neighbor which you would take ill from him.' 
The Roman: `The law imprinted on the hearts of all men, is to love the members of society as themselves.' The Hebrew: `Whatsoever ye do not wish your neighbor to do to you, do not unto him. This is the only law; the rest is mere exposition of it.' 
Lastly, Jesus of Nazareth: `All things whatsoever ye would that men should do to you, do ye even so to them.'

Clearly it cannot mean that whose who are wedded to the service ideal believe that wealth has no legitimate uses. 

The Rotary conception of the service ideal, as the writer understands it. Is placing service first in the sequence of events; in other words, he who professes to be a devotee to the service ideal must fix his eye on the service he is to render and not on the dollar he is to receive. Rotary Centers History

A Goal of World Peace, Goodwill, and Understanding

Originally proposed 1996 as the Paul Harris Centers for International Studies, The Rotary Foundation spent two years considering more than 100 universities to host the program for International Studies in peace and conflict resolutions.

In April 1999, the Trustees approved the plan, and the Paul Harris Centers concept officially became known as the Rotary Centers for International Studies in peace and conflict resolution. The Rotary Centers for International Studies program is a major educational priority of the Rotary Foundation and a bold and critical step in the Foundation's commitment to world peace, goodwill, and understanding. 

The eight universities recommended were selected using specific criteria, including geographic diversity, superior curriculum, faculty, and program costs. Elements critical in the final selection were the universities' willingness to participate in this effort and the Foundation requirement that they have established degree programs with a core curriculum in international relations, peace, and conflict resolution.

The universities selected are:

Universidad del Salvador, Buenos Aires, Argentina 

University of Queensland, Brisbane, Queensland, Australia 

University of Bradford, Bradford, West Yorkshire, England 

Sciences Po, Paris, France 

International Christian University, Tokyo, Japan 

Duke University and University of North Carolina at Chapel Hill, North Carolina, USA 

University of California-Berkeley, California, USA 

Efforts to achieve national and international peace continue to be thwarted by war, famine, poverty, and disease around the world. 

The Rotary Centers will provide future leaders with opportunities to study the root causes of conflict, theories of international relations, and effective models of cooperation. Beyond academics, Rotary Scholars will gain practical tools in conflict resolution for use in their chosen careers

Helping hand

As you are may be aware, we're experiencing some of the worst winter weather ever in recorded history of the New York,  Long Island metro region.

Yesterday, in the midst of heavy snow and sub zero  temperatures (wind chill of 40 below zero F.) I was on my way to work,  when I saw a homeless man who wandered away from the train station about 4 blocks from my store.  He was standing on the corner holding  his bare hands out hoping that anyone with some sympathy would give  him some coins for either a cup of soup or coffee.

Beggars are not usually around in our area. He had "stowed away" on the  train to stay warm and was "thrown off" in our area. He  normally "walks the streets of New York City" but because there's no place to hide from the weather, he thought of "hiding on the train"  as it made its trip back and forth to Long Island.

I thought of giving him a few bucks, then realized that wasn't going  to go far. Instead, I went to the hardware store across from  my store and bought him two pairs of gloves. One of fabric, and the  other, heavy leather work gloves. They cost a total of $7.00. Then,  for an added $10.00, I bought him a snow shovel. I gave him the remaining $3.00 from the $20 bill I used.

I then paid him $10 to clear my sidewalk in front of my store, and  told him to walk the avenue as many merchants would love to use his  services.

This morning, he greeted me at my store to thank me, offered to  return my $20, (no, I didn't take it back) and told me that for the  first time in over 4 years, he was able to sleep well, bathe and eat  a full breakfast.

He had slept overnight in a motel, washed up there and even "laundered"  his clothes that dried overnight in the hotel room. He ate breakfast  there and was now going back to New York, paying his way on the train.  He was hoping for more snow, because he knew that in the City, they would  pay him more to clear their walkways! He said he made over $300  shoveling snow, and that if he could save up a bit more, he might be able to straighten his life out.

Jimmy is 48. He told me a sad story about his wife, in 1995, committing  suicide after a miscarriage. Said he couldn't handle the whole scene,  funeral and all, because two weeks before, their 4 year old son was  killed by a car. I had been his fault because he wasn't holding is hand crossing a street. He said he neglected all, didn't go to work etc. Gosh I feel good about myself today. 
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
