The words of Paul Harris

MAINTAINING ROTARY STANDARDS
"The importance of placing and maintaining Rotary standards and ideals cannot be overestimated. The star of hope in the Rotary ethical firmament must be high. It is hardly possible for it to be too high. May it be high enough so that there will always be something to strive for."  Paul Harris in the National Rotarian, September 1912.  

Over ninety years ago Paul Harris wrote those words.  We exist today in a world in which moral and ethical dilemmas are commonplace and yet throughout our history Rotary is still held sacred for its high standards.  

Strive to be proactive and maintain standards and ideals in your communities and to hold your heads high as the uncommon folks proudly known as Rotarians.

"What Paul Harris Said" A visit to the UK in June 1934, Paul Harris visited Shrewsbury and spoke at a lunch meeting of the local club.  The Shrewsbury Chronicle for June 8, 1934, on page 8 made the following comment on the visit:-

FROM CHICAGO AND NO PISTOLS!
President Emeritus Paul Harris, a very gentlemanly and unassuming inhabitant of notorious Chicago, visited Shrewsbury on Wednesday, and so far as could be seen, he had no pistols hanging at his waist. True, the Chief Constable was present, and kept a close guard over the Mayor, but no untoward incident occurred.  Mr Harris spoke a good deal of the need for Rotarians to be ambassadors of goodwill.  
I wonder if he realised what a fine ambassador he himself was for his own much maligned city?  He must have shattered many illusions about the people who live in Chicago.

THE PILGRIM FATHERS
Talking of the Pilgrim Fathers, Mr Harris said it was not the Pilgrim Fathers who were the heroes, but the Pilgrim Mothers who had to put up with those Fathers.  There was at least one thing that could have happened that would have been better for America than the landing of the Pilgrim Fathers on the Plymouth Rock, and that would have been the landing of the Plymouth Rock on the Pilgrim Fathers!  
Evidently the Pilgrim Fathers are held in no great esteem in America.


Peace Scholarships  2003 – 2004

 The Rotary Foundation has collaborated with leading universities worldwide in establishing seven Rotary Centres for International Studies. Each year 10 new Rotary World Peace Scholars will be selected; to study at each Centre, in a two-year master's-level degree program in international relations, peace, and conflict resolution. 
 Details and applications are available on www.rotary.org/foundation/educational  

 

Each District can receive and assess applications and submit ONE candidate for competition in the worldwide selection process for the 70 scholarships to be awarded in 2004. The prerequisites are detailed and demanding. All applicants must be reasonably proficient in the language of the host country and fluent in the language of instruction at the university partner. If applying for study at universities where their native language is spoken they must be proficient in a second language. Rotarians and their spouses and lineal descendants are not eligible. 

 

Applications for consideration at District level must be endorsed by a local Rotary club and reach the Scholarships Subcommittee by 31 July 2003 If an application is recommended by the District Governor that application must be lodged with the Foundation Trustees in Evanston by 1 October 2003. 

 

The Rotary Centres program is intended for individuals who have chosen a career in international relations, peace and conflict resolution and who already have experience in these areas. For example, individuals active in journalism, civil service, non-governmental organisations, diplomacy, mediation work and the military, may be strong candidates. As a first step, and to save considerable time and effort at club and applicant level, it is suggested that interested persons first visit the web site at www.rotary.org.foundation/educational  then discuss eligibility with the Scholarships Subcommittee
 
University Teachers Grants  2004.  

The District is funding a Teacher Grant  for the third consecutive year.  The grant is for 3 to 5 months teaching in a low income Rotary country. The value of the grant is $US12,500. Rotarians are eligible and applicants must hold (or if retired, have held) a full-time University or Tafe position for three or more years. Applicants must teach in a field of practical use to the host country and in an approved language of instruction at the host institution. The successful applicant will need to reside or work in District 9810 and will require the endorsement of a local Rotary Club. However, as the prerequisites are detailed and demanding it is suggested that interested persons visit www.rotary.org/foundation/educational and then discuss eligibility with the District Scholarships Subcommittee before lodging an application and commencing preliminary negotiations with the university or institute in the low-income country. 

 

Completed applications must be lodged with the Subcommittee by 31 July 2003 and the successful application must be recommended by the District Governor and reach the Rotary Foundation Trustees in Evanston USA by 1 October 2003.

CULTURAL AMBASSADORIAL SCHOLARSHIP 2004

 Rotary District 9810 is funding a cultural ambassadorial scholarship in 2004.  The cultural scholarship is for 3 months of intensive language training and cultural immersion at a language training institution assigned by The Rotary Foundation Trustees.
 

The scholarship is most appropriate for studying a language in which the applicant may already be somewhat proficient. Scholars should know that, wherever possible , they will be provided with home stay accommodation.  In most cases, the language institution will arrange this accommodation with local families.

 

Funding is provided to cover round-trip transportation, tuition and fees for language training and home stay expenses.  Funding will not exceed US$12,000 or its equivalent.  Most scholars will receive less than these amounts, based on actual study expenses in the host country.
 

The successful applicant will need to reside or work in District 9810 and will require the endorsement of a local Rotary Club. As  a first step and to save considerable time and effort at club and applicant level interested persons must FIRST visit the website at www.rotary.org/foundation/educational and then discuss their eligibility with the Scholarships Subcommittee.
 

Applications for consideration at District level must be endorsed by a local Rotary club and reach the Scholarships Subcommittee by 31 July 2003.  If an application is recommended by the District governor that application must be lodged with the Foundation Trustees by 1 October 2003.

Men told: it's the ties that blind us

Medical researchers have warned that wearing a tie could be bad for your eyes.

A report in the British Journal of Ophthalmology has shown that a tight necktie raises blood pressure in the eye, increasing the chances of developing glaucoma.

In a study for the report, 20 healthy men and 20 who suffer from glaucoma had their eye pressure measured while they were wearing an open-neck shirt.

It was then measured again after they put on a tight necktie. 

The results showed that 60 per cent of the men with glaucoma and 70 per cent of the healthy volunteers had an increased eye pressure after wearing the tight necktie.

The study concluded that tight neckties could affect the diagnosis and management of glaucoma.

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Project Save A Life Blood Challenge (Project SAL) has been developed as a Community Service initiative. All members of the Family of Rotary are encouraged to either donate blood or promote the donation of blood to colleagues, friends, other family members, neighbors, etc. 

Special Donation Cards for this project are available from the Committee, from your Assistant Governor and from our District Governor. When donating blood, take your Donation Card with you, record the name of your Rotary club on the reverse side and ask that your donation be allocated to your club's tally. Ask all those supporting your club's involvement to also show their card when donating.

Your club will receive credit for the donation. At the end of the year, the club with the most donations – and the club with the most donations per member will each have $2,500 donated to The Rotary Foundation on their behalf. 

We want to have Rotary District 9810 recognised as the organisation giving the most blood to the Blood Bank in Victoria in 2003/2004, and to have all District 9810 clubs involved in Project SAL.
