Ross Lloyd from the Melbourne Steam Traction Engine Club spoke on that club, its membership and directions. Highlighted were its 40 year history, the Australian content of exhibits and how some have been obtained, the magnitude of setting them up, the value of their assets and heritage importance. They cater for far more than just steam with major diesel engine power generation exhibits, tractors, farm machinery and educational engines. There are blacksmiths and other interest groups using the grounds located on Ferntree Gully Road. They have 16 acres in Jells Park which was once an eyesore, a result of being used as the base for digging the SE trunk sewer. There area is built up over the surrounding flood plain with tunnel rock. The site has been rehabilitated by the MSTEC and was a recent finalist in a Knox City beautification contest. There are now extensive plantations new buildings, a lake and bird laden wetland area. It is a nice picnic spot now. 

Steam traction engines were an important part of our farming history and used 100 years ago for land clearing and heavy haulage. Their largest exhibit is one of a pair of ploughing engines used for digging the irrigation channels in the Riverina, the second of the pair will be reunited with its mate in the next month or so and that will be unique in Australia. They are immense beasts capable of doing wonderful work. Each weighs over 23 tonnes! There are steam rollers and many steam power plants in the museum Training and education is carried out on site and visitors can currently inspect the museum almost all in steam and running regularly. It is not a dead place but a place where our past can be seen at work by the general public for just a donation. It is open on weekends currently. They have a small 12” gauge railway which was a major revenue earner and kids love it  but the club is now unable to be run because of narrow minded insurers. (Rotary is looking at assisting them to get it up in operation again early in the New Year and it will be then used to promote Rotary too). 
They have about 150 members of all ages, have recently built several new sheds for private members with two more about to be built for major engines.
