The words of Paul Harris

Lend a Hand 

"Whether we do much or little in the way of public work, it is apparent that there is a large and unique field of usefulness in Rotary. Possessing as we do red blood in our veins, it is fair to 
assume that we shall not be indifferent to the welfare of the communities in which we exist; nor unwilling to lend a hand to the doing of those things in the interest of the public which come within 
the proper sphere of our activities." From President Paul P. Harris' "Annual Report" published in The Rotarian magazine in September 1912"

Ninety one years later, a RI President from a different continent, from a different background, and in a different time uses the same words as Paul Harris to define the work of Rotary. Such a simple 
term, "Lend a Hand", and yet it carries so much meaning, whether used in 1912 or in 2003, about the work of Rotarians. Past RI Director, Dan Mooers, Rotary's Global History Fellowship vice chairman, RC of South Portland-Cape Elizabeth, Maine, USA

The following was especially selected for Warren to help remind him of last year’s cricket!

	Ashes Improvement Plan 

· England has been granted an automatic wicket keeper, freeing up Alex Stewart to defend the boundary. Under the rule, Australian batsmen will be deemed out "caught behind" if the ball nicks their bat and lands in the immediate area behind the wicket. The rule is a compromise from the original English proposal, which had pushed for automatic slips as well. The ICC refused that request on the grounds that "someone has to go and get the ball when an Australian misses it". 

· In addition, Australia is under strict "tip and run" restrictions, which require they run off every ball they hit. Steve Waugh was happy to accept this , as it meant no change to his current game plan. As a compromise, it was agreed that the Australians will also have to shout out the word "wickets" when completing a run to make run out decisions by umpires easier. 

· Following his outstanding performances, Australian wicketkeeper Adam Gilchrist has "six and out" restrictions imposed on him. As well, following complaints from English fielders, Gilchrist will have to get the ball if it goes across the road. 

· Instead of using a bat, Matt Hayden will now be obliged to use his arm with his jumper wrapped around it. 
· New rules for England include "one hand, one bounce" while they are fielding, and the provision of "last man carries" when they are batting. 
· The English tried to extend the "can't get out first ball" provision to "can't get out in the first ten overs", but the ICC proclaimed that the extra runs gained would hardly be worth the effort. Australian captain Steve Waugh has vigorously opposed the "last man carries" rule and has launched an appeal. Waugh says Australia will only agree to the rule if there are electric wickets at the end, allowing Aussie fielders to throw to the stumps at either end. 
· A spokesperson for the ICC also announced that following six successive ducks "from now on Craig White can't get out for a duck". 
· English pace bowler Andy Caddick will also be allowed to wrap the ball's seam with electrical tape when he's bowling in the second innings. 
· The spokesperson added there will be no LBWs for English batsmen unless "it is really, really obvious." 
· Shane Warne has conceded that its "fair enough" that he has to bowl underarm (but not molly grubbers) to the English tail end. 
· If England decides that Steven Harmison is to be given an over, the umpire will deem the Australian batsmen as dismissed if Harmison lands the ball anywhere on the pitch. Captain Steve Waugh has no problems with this change, as the probability of such a dismissal occurring is infinitesimally small.

PROJECT 1: COCKATOO ISLAND

PROJECT 2: LITERACY FOR RECENTLY ARRIVED MIGRANTS & REFUGEES
Project Description: As a District, we would like to provide additional literacy resources to further improve the spoken and written language skills of recently arrived migrants and refugees, particularly the women who are frequently the last family member to learn English because of their isolation in the home.

Target Audience: We are consulting with senior personnel from AMES (Adult-Multicultural Education Services) to ascertain what specific literacy resources would be required to assist this organisation in its important service to recently arrived migrants and refugees.

How Can Clubs Help?
•Clubs are encouraged to keep collecting used stamps, as the funds derived from the sale of the stamps will be allocated to this particular literacy project. Already, $1,950 has been collected so far this year. Keep up the good work!

PROJECT 3: BOOKS FOR KIDS
Project Description: Developing a love for reading at an early age is something that all of us hold near and dear. Unfortunately, there are many kids from disadvantaged circumstances who do not have the opportunity to own very many books of their own. 

Target Audience: We would like to collect suitable new books for primary age kids and give them to the Salvation Army for distribution to needy families with young children.

How Can Clubs Help?
