broadening experience. Our committee must locate willing hosts for these team members in the respective vocations. To achieve the best possible result for our visitors we like to explore as many possibilities as can be presented to us and then choose the best options for each individual. Thus we need the help of as many people as possible in the Rotary Family by them using their business contacts to assist us in placing our visitors.

This task has become even more difficult this year due to the late notification to our committee of the specific vocations of the team. We are conscious of the implications of making such arrangements so close to or during the traditional business Christmas break. Therefore
