It was the first time on the road in possibly 80 years and had not been driven successfully prior to heading for the ferry. Some adventured were described including hills, the a wheel collapse opened some great  opportunities to drive some other cars and a great time was had. All cars were pre\ World War One and had only 1 or 2 cylinders so they were truly from the dawn of motoring and somewhat of a challenge to drive in Tasmania’s hilly terrain. Bill’s Austral is the only Victorian made Veteran car on the road so its return to service was a pretty special event. It is a cycle car i.e. a car made largely from motor cycle components. Austral had its origins in  the Austral cycle races, stil Austrlia’s richest. The car was made in Wyuna street Caulfield near the Caulfield Racecourse. It has a wooden transmission including bearings and v belts drive the rear wheels. It runs along nicely at about 50 kmh and was the smallest car on the tour.
