Rotary Insurance

Insurance is something that has got out of hand lately in most areas of life. Rotary has a system far better than most but relies on us all doing prior risk assessments and good management in all we do. We have an insurance officer, me Bill Sides, and, if organising anything, it is necessary to advise me of dates and details so I can do the necessary to ensure we have appropriate insurance cover.  You should be aware of what must be done to comply; it is not onerous but very necessary.  Minor get togethers do not need anything extra done, but more major functions like Never Too Old, Golf Day and our Miniature Steam Train initiative all need full risk assessments carried out on them and submitted before the function can be held. Everything we do must have assessments carried out, even our sausage sizzles and normal meetings need to be documented and on file. 
You cannot assume insurance is automatic anymore but it will probably be OK if a proper risk assessment is performed and normal safety issues are covered in writing. We have submitted assessments for these on recent projects. Following are the District Web site links for you to look at. I will perform and forward assessments for you, but I need all the details in future.

	All insurance matters relating to Rotary property, Public Liability, Special Events, Personal Accident and Travel Insurance including YE Program, GSE, RI Humanitarian travel must be made through the District Insurance Committee. 
District 9810 and all other 22 Districts in Australia have a Multi-District Insurance Policy negotiated annually by two representatives elected by the District Governors of the day. Our Committee also comprises experienced Risk Management Advisors. All projects undertaken by both Rotary Clubs and District Committees are required to complete a Risk Management Assessment (see below) and lodge this with the Insurance Advisor before the project is started.
