Ralph Zuccaro gave us a fascinating insight into his wine making sideline. He has just produced his first vintage and we sampled it! He and Leslie planted Riesling 120 vines and harvested 120 Kg of grapes. A bit of inexperience maybe, but mildew affected some. They aimed for a dry table wine. On picking weighing and crushing a refractometer is used to measure sugar content. They must take great care not to crush the pips as they are sour, Wine grapes are unlike eating grapes, being smaller. A bit of sulphur is usually added to kill wild yeast that can set off fermentation. Control of Ph is important Tartaric Acid may be added. Tannins from skin are wanted in red wine but not in white so crushing extent is very important. White wine can oxidise (go brown) very quickly so there is a need for haste too. Yeast is added, temperature is important, it needs to be cool, Ralph gutted an old fridge and used it as an inline cooler. Bentonite clay is used to clarify and carbon dioxide may be put over the top. He bottled in June, got 5½ dozen bottles. Ralph seemed happy with his first effort but admitted it was not quite right. There were no complaints when tasting it though, we all look forward to sampling his next vintage!
