East Timor

Given the recent address to our club about the needs of East Timor and Rotary’s roofing project, the following is very timely and promises to be a fantastic night.

The Rotary Club of Huntingdale has arranged for Kirsty Sword-Gusmão, wife of the East Timorese President, Xanana Gusmão, to be a guest speaker on Friday night the 6th of August. Kirsty is obviously a very high profile speaker and one with a very interesting story to tell about her life, the life of her husband and the life of the East Timorese and their struggle for independence. Kirsty is also the Director of the Alola Foundation which was established in March 2001 to raise awareness locally and internationally of the issue of  gender based violence experienced by the women of East Timor.

The Foundation works in direct partnership with indigenous East Timorese women's groups whose activities benefit survivors of sexual violence and their families.

We expect that there would be many Rotarians and Clubs who would be interested in hearing Kirsty speak and offer this opportunity to all Clubs to advertise through their bulletins. A venue and timing has yet to be organised as we are waiting for an idea of potential numbers before booking a venue.  In 1968 Taylor wrote:- 
I leaned over my desk, rested my head in my hands, and prayed. After a few moments, I looked up and reached for a white paper card. Then I wrote down the twenty-four words that had come to me: 

Is it the truth? 

Is it fair to all concerned? 

Will it build good will 
and better friendships? 

Will if be beneficial to all concerned?
