Our speakers Ern Dawes and John Turner gave us an update and insight into the work going on and needs in East Timor. An old stable in Baucau was chosen as the site to re-establish an old galvanised iron rolling plant from Australia sent to East Timor as few buildings had a roof after the Indonesians left.    

Most were burnt out, but walls stood so new roofs gave then shelter most quickly. The Rotary Club of Doncaster were the major \movers in this project and now have a factory there valued at $ 2 million making roofing, trusses purlins, guttering, ridging and water tanks.  Some clubs have been huge supporters withy power tools, lathes, trucks and utes but 4 wheel drive vehicles are still urgently needed to access many of the most needy villages. They spoke glowingly about the local people, how the pitched, in were easy to train but there were a lot of horror stories, orphans, injuries etc.  Noble park are building a school, Wandin sent a water truck but need is huge. He said they need a million toilets and that was unlikely to be an exaggeration! They don’t need hand outs but they do need a hand to get back up again. 

Statistics are $ 1500 will buy a new roof, $ 600 buys a 3,800 litre water tank.

The ability to educate females has a rippling effect and syndicated columnists Cokie and Steven V. Roberts recently wrote that the girl who goes to school and stays there results, “…. in a lowering of the overall fertility rate, which means higher per capita income and the increased ability of a woman to earn a living for herself and her family.  And educated women provide better health care for themselves and their children, meaning lower maternal and infant mortality rates.  In fact, a countries investment in education leads to a whole host of results that promote economic development, including more stable and less corrupt governments.”

There are 430 children in this RAWCS programme run from Bandung but operating in many areas of Indonesia, We currently sponsor 5 children.

THE CLUB BULLETIN – ROTARY INFORMATION 
(Contributed by Frank Deaver)

An observant Past District Governor told Rotarians at a District Assembly, “There seems to be a direct relationship between the quality of a club bulletin and the quality of the local club.” He avoided establishing a direct cause-and-effect relationship. He could have said, “The club that has a good bulletin will be an active club,” or “The active club will have a good bulletin.”

But no, he only pointed out the apparent relationship, and the probability that quality in both the club and the club bulletin can best be described as reciprocal. The obvious point is that the club bulletin holds the potential for being a strong positive force in a club – while at the same time its content cannot help but reflect the club’s characteristics.

Some bulletins are done in a conversational tone, with generous use of personal pronouns. Others are in a more journalistic style, concise and factual. The first is more of a newsletter, the second more like a select few newspaper articles. But excellent bulletins can be found in both categories.

The content of a Rotary Club bulletin can be quite varied, but there are a few things that are obvious:

      Weekly programs. A few summary statements of the past program can be useful, but far more important is a preview of the next program. A well-written “prelim” encourages attendance, and may promote bringing guests or prospective new members.

      Club information. Does the president, secretary, or treasurer have an announcement that needs to be shared? Has the Board of Directors made a policy decision that members need to know? Is a club committee involved in a service function that should be commended and supported?

      Rotary information. District meetings – Conference, Assembly, etc. – can be promoted before the fact and reported after the fact. Worldwide information from RI is of local interest – PolioPlus progress, Rotary scholars, Group Study Exchange, and more.

      Rotary fellowship. Among club members is there a new child or grandchild in the family? Has a member received a promotion or an honor at work? On the other hand, is there sickness or hospitalization of a member, or a death in the family? Personal news promotes fellowship.

Even with the best of content, the bulletin must get into Rotarian hands, and several methods are employed. Traditionally, bulletins were printed for mailing or handout, but increasingly bulletins are being circulated by Email. With all its speed, economy, and efficiency, Email can leave out those members not online. Print has not been totally replaced.

Printed bulletins are most effective if mailed in advance of weekly meetings, providing information and encouraging attendance. If not mailed, they can be available at meetings.

But to return to the original assertion, “There seems to be a direct relationship between the quality of a club bulletin and the quality of the local club.”
My last information is the club needs a Bulletin Editor next year, the above gives some ideas of the task and what can be done in future.

Hospital Need

Dear Rotarian,
 
The research effort at the Royal Melbourne Hospital has a funding shortfall.  A program that improves the outcome for people who have endured reconstructive surgery for cancer or injury faces a delay which may take years to catch up.
 
They need our help!
 
This is an opportunity to make a difference in a surgical field in which Australia is leading the world.  This is the development of technology that will immediately benefit humanity.
 
The plastic surgery team led by Dr. Ian Taylor has improved the mapping of arteries and veins so that reconstruction involving tissue transplantation has become reliable.  The patient outcome associated with these wonderful techniques is sometimes marred by lymph oedema, a swelling caused by fluid build up in the tissues associated with surgery. Lymph oedema is caused because the very small lymph ducts that carry away cellular fluid have become disconnected and there is no map which tells micro surgeons just where they are and where to connect them.  This condition is well known to breast cancer patients who have had lymph nodes removed.
 
The attached document from RMH explains the research project which is about to stall and the reasons that Dr. Suami should continue this work.  This funding problem needs a guaranteed solution within two weeks to allow a working visa to be secured.
 
The funding required is $70,000 and this seems surprisingly little to secure the services of a leading micro surgeon.

Summer Science Schools 


	In January 1984, the first Australian National science Summer School was attended by 200 senior secondary school students. Convened in Canberra it was the joint initiative of a number of Rotary clubs, the Canberra Development Board and a large number of scientific institutions around Australia.

The purpose was to introduce the scientists of the future to Australia's most distinguished scientists of the present and provide opportunities for participation in open and group discussions and forum sessions.

In 1996 the name of the program was changed to the National Youth Science Forum. To maintain close links with New Zealand scientists of the future six students are selected each year from each country attend the summer school forum in the other country.

The target candidate is in a Year 11/12 science student who has shown outstanding potential in a field of science. There are 200 positions each year, for all Australian students.
