In My Road to Rotary, Paul Harris describes a thank-you-marm "as a big bump in the road something like a ski jump.  No mountain road was complete in my day without 'thank-you-marms.'"  (p79).  Paul and his boyhood friends viewed them as gifts, as opportunities to have some fun, particularly in the days of winter when the roads and hills near Wallingford, Vermont, were covered with snow. The boys coasted down those steep hills on their steel-rimmed sleds exhilarated by the joy of soaring high into the air from a thank-you-marm. When Paul and his friends flew over them, they would always yell out, "Thank you Marm!" Skiers, snow boarders, and sledding children today experience the same exuberance  as they risk the moguls, trails and drop-offs of snow-covered slopes.  

When we work on Rotary service projects, we also take risks.  Occasionally, even carefully laid plans must be revised to meet the bumps in the road. But we learn that a bump is not an obstacle to be fought but an opportunity to be enjoyed.  When the bumps are confronted and the problems are solved, we experience the elation that comes from Lending a Hand to help others.
