Harriett is webmaster for past president Frank Devlyn, and many other prominent Rotary internet projects.  As a member of RGHF’s webmaster team, she has created an online membership system which will finally establish a permanent roster and allow for international use of credit cards and also checks. TWELVE STEPS TO ROTARY’S CENTENNIAL 
Frequently, Rotarians ask what they should be doing in their Club, District and as individuals to help promote the 100th Anniversary of Rotary International. The official launching of Centennial activities was on February 23, 2004 and will continue through Rotary’s Centennial Convention in Chicago from June 18 to 23, 2005. Management Tree 
A Management Structure is often referred to as a tree.  This is an accurate description for the following reasons:

· It is made almost entirely of wood. 

· Parts of it can be dead for years before they drop off. 

· If a branch falls off, most of the parasites move back to the main structure. 

· It takes years to react to any environmental change. 

· A large one can transpire hundreds of gallons of liquid in a day. 

· It sometimes carries a great many nuts. 

· If not pruned regularly it will not bear much fruit. 

· Small pieces which are chopped off often grow again in a few years. 

· It can be fired, but usually needs lots of paper to get it going. 

· It may provide shelter for those underneath, but also blocks out most of the light.

· Parts of it can be used to make boards (of varying thickness) but unless properly seasoned the quality will be poor.

	Using the word “Rotary” and the Rotary emblem 
The Rotary emblem is a trademark owned by Rotary International. The emblem is a registered trademark and thus is protected in its use. Clubs, districts and Rotary entities are welcome to use the Rotary emblem subject to the guidelines for the use of the Rotary Marks as set forth by RI's Board of Directors. These guidelines govern the use of the Rotary Marks on all merchandise, promotional materials and publications, including domain names and web sites. 

These guidelines should be read before considering any use of the Rotary emblem. They are available on the Rotary International website: Link for Guidelines 
Visual Identity Style Manual
The Visual Identity Style Manual will give you considerable assistance in ensuring all materials you prepare involving Rotary is accurate of style and emphasis. This is another “must read” for any Rotarian using the Rotary name or emblem and should be your standard reference in the design and production of any Rotary publications – including electronic ones.
