Bill Sides gave a talk on the exciting things going on in his industry and their implications. Drilling is going through a very vibrant period with major gas developments beginning by Woodside off Portland on their Thylacine field, Bill is currently quoting work on it. He is drilling the main shaft at Australia’s largest gold mine Newcrest’s Telfer project where ½ Billion dollars is being spent on redevelopment and daily temperature is 50C! Last week he was up looking at the Eildon Weir upgrading. He has strengthened most major dams in Australia in recent years including Hume, Sydney’s Warragamba and Perth’s Canning Dam and is quoting this one now.  
In the next week or so he will be commencing a 900 metre deep water well at Port Fairy, a second one there, one drilled by Bill two years ago had double the yield of any previous well in the area, he is building a new rig for that job which is technically very difficult. Last week a job at Wallaroo was finished. There a 100 year old sailing clipper wharf was strengthened. It was so weak a special light rig was made to do it yet had the most powerful air hammer in the world on it and some 2000 horsepower went down the holes. Other areas of huge growth have been coal gas methane in Central Queensland, there is a 12 month wait on rigs due to that which is also impacting on rehabilitation work in the Great Artesian Basin. In recent years Bill has drilled the majority of onshore shallow oil and gas wells in the south and has a couple more on the books. He mentioned a few “green projects” he has been involved in one with hot rock heat recovery, another for harnessing wave energy and one for recovery of gold from deep in Victoria’s many ancient flooded river valleys. He is rather busy but heads another small business in Clayton doing big things out there! Look at his web site www.sides.com.au

Interplast 
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The objective of Interplast is threefold:

1. To provide relief to those in need but without the means
2. Fulfil Rotary’s international program and focus on community health
3. Advance international understanding & goodwill

Interplast funds teams of specialists in reconstructive surgery for patients with congenital abnormalities,
accidents and burns or skin cancers.

During the 2002 calendar year, there were 16 programs in developing neighboring countries. These programs included 940 consultations and 722 operations and involved intensive training programs and workshops for local doctors and medical staff. Of special note was the equipment and assistance to the Bali tragedy with $105,000 raised via 3AW appeal.

When an Interplast team arrives, they bring their own medical supplies to reduce burden on local hospital and use hospital clinic & theatres to undertake assessments and perform operations.

A team usually comprises 2 surgeons, 1 anesthetist, 1 theatre charge nurse plus Interplast organizational support and maybe a Rotarian observer. The hospital provides diagnostic testing, nursing support & after care local surgeons and anesthetists supported and trained with team specialists.

A typical schedule for a team might be:
Day 1 - Clinical assessment of 40 + patients
Day 2 - 4 operations on all those assessed and able to be treated by team.
Each day the team looks at results of previous operations and conducts more consultations with patients and local medical team.

This program will be repeated for up to 10 consecutive days. That's what makes a program.

A program will typically deliver:
30+ successful operations and 40+ consultations per week
Cost of $32,000 for two week program, the equivalent of $250,000 in medical charges in Australia. 
60+ restored lives and happier families
Improved International understanding of problems and advancement of goodwill
